Franklin told newsmen he
“had. no idea who broke
Beaty out,” when asked if
Venceremos members did.

Hobson, Newman and No-
ble declined to say to news-
men whether they were
members of the revolu-
tionary group, an associa-
tion readily admitted by
Franklin, married and fa-
ther of three children.

Before Magistrate Gold-
smith, Assistant U.S. Attor-
ney David Bancroft asked
for “substantial” bail, after
earlier indicating $100,000.

Flight Feared

“The offense charged is it-
self obstruction of justice,”
Bancroft said. “If these de-
fendants will do for another,
then they also will do for
themselves,” inferring
they’d flee or hide if re-
leased.

“This is a classic example

of guilt by association,”
Garry claimed while asking

that the defendants be re- |

leased without bail.

“Professor Franklin is -
‘prepared to deny any com-

plicity in the harboring of
Beaty, any conversations
with Beaty or that he ever
met Beaty.”

Out of court, Franklin said
he had never met Beaty or
talked to him.

Franklin
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‘This is an attempt to
drag down Venveremos,”
Garry claimed out of court.
“It seems to be a prear-
‘ranged situation. I'm pegin-

ning to think thatthe escape
was planned by the FBI in
an attempt to get Vencere-
mos.

“It is another attempt on

the part of the Nixon Admin-
istration te stifle political
dissent and individual free-
dom.” .

All eight arrested were

charged with aiding Beaty
in various ways to keep out
of sight of law enforcement
authorities following his es-
cape.
