The other most important question in every country, including
the United States, is the telation of the Socialist movement to the
labor unions. This is to be one of the questions upon the program
of the International Congress and will therefore be given especial
attention by all those present.

The result of the deliberations of the congress as weal! as inter-
views from the delegates who have made an especial study of this
probiem will be put before the readers of the Daily Socialist.

Another question rivaling these two in importance is the posi-
tion of women in the Socialist movement. Finland has brought some
new light to bear upon this problem, and from her experience much
can be gained for the American movement.

There are many other questions of almost equal importance
which have been met in many other countries beside the United
States. Some other countries have gone much further in their solu-
tion, and from their experience we may be saved much pain and
struggle.

Other good features are also being planned ang will be an-
nounced as soon as they have taken definite shape.

In the meantime it is of the greatest importance that there be
no slacking in the call for assistange. If the proper effort is made
this struggle can be ended this week.
