' ' Kings were not dishonest about the matter as a rule. They were
sincerely convinced that they could govern their countries a great
deal better than those countries could govern themselves, ]

There is a very useful saying in our language, which is in com-
mon, every-day use, and which is a good deal commoner in every-
day thought—"Mind your own business.”
