The trades unionist is class
conscions is the highest type of trade
unionist because he understands the
fundamental’ principles underlying the
whole economic Guestion.

It
Ix surprising how a clever . lecturer
may be almost helpless in debate. .

Much of the debater's art must be
fearned by ewperience, but there are
some matters of the greatest tmpor-
tance that may be provided for befire-
hand. '

The most. important of these (. oW
to make the bhest use of the tide al-
lowed.  You may look at your watoh
&t the beginning: of yopr speech,
but once Barted, the brain, workiog
at full capacity, refuses to remeniber,
and ‘you turn to the chalrman and ask
“How muel time have 177

This is ‘bad; it not only wastes
your time, but distracts the attention
of theaudience from your atiack or
reply.  Again, the relief is only tem-
porary, for in a féew minutes you are
in  the' same dlilemma agaln,  Then,
worst of at, right in the middie of an
umimem down comes the gavel, and
with a lame “I thank you' you. sit
down. There are men who oan <arry
the time in thelr head, but 15 a rule
they nre not good debaters, and only
do so because nnly a part.of thelr en-
ergles are thrown juto the task.

This difficuity hampered me terribly
in many debates and the only consola-
tion 1 could find was that it seemed to
hamper my opponents about as much.
But it never troubiles me now, owing
to the following <imple but invalua’le
device: See ” 'that - your ' watch is
wound, compare it with the chair-
man's, though the comparison is not
eskential;” take half o postaed sfamp.

The greatest test of skill comes when"
yo reply te yvour oppopnent and it is
here you. ineet’ defeat or victory
crowns your banner, A matter of rreat
fmportance here is the proper taking
and arrangement of the notes taken
during your opponent's speech,

These notes must be short, the short-
er the better, A good memory is half
the battle here, for then one or two
words - will be enough to call up all
your opponent said on any pojnt-not
the ‘exact words, but the substance.
This power to condense s of greal
value, hecnuse it leaves _more time to
work on the reply.

Here is my own method, which I
think is & good one: I have tried many
others, with less  success. By this
‘method about three pages of a note-

During the last few minutes of your
opponent’s speech you must decide the
orders of your reply, A good method
is to wmelect your closing point first,
something that will serve for a good
finish, and mark it with a goo® strong
blue cross,  Then select vour onvaing
points and ‘mark them in blue, num-
bering them In their order—one, ' two,
three, etol

The first two or three points should
bLe those about which you have discov-
ered a witty answeor,  If you can throw
your. atdjence ‘nto s good roupd of
liughter you are nol only on the way
to vietory, but while they are lanughing
you'huve a good chance to get famil-
lar with your notes snd further work
out your order of reply, Just bhefore
you rise- to reply, if you have taken
a point which looked promising, but
now looks vigue and poor, strike it
out “with the blue pencil so that you
don't lose time and get confused jook-
ing it over again when you are on
your feet and time is precious.

As an example of a good point for
opening reply, take the following from
my debate in- the Garrick last Sun-
day morning,
