trade. He later opeued a shop in Leip-
alg, and there folned lhu workingmen's
movement,

As early as 1870 Herr Beb«l attrncted
the uitention of the government to his
ragical utterances - on Sociaksm, and
he wak put in prison for his teachings:
In 1872 he was rrested with the Bo-
clalist Llebknecht on a <harge of high
treason, and  was dentenced to two
veays' imprizonment in the fortress of

For thirty years Bebel has been a8
member of the State RBarlianent of
Skxony and has sat In the Reichstag
for the Second District of Hamburg.

In all the time Bebel has been .inthe
German  Parlismem—back to the diays
when' his ekill 'in debate  was  plos
turesquely shown In contests with Bis-
marck—his utterances have never talled.
