The history of the growth of So-
clalism is a refleetion of the industrial
development of thel ecountry, The ex-
istence of free lands, an' expanding
market and & frontier prevented the
appearance of & strong Socialist move-
ment until within recent years. Sodial:
fsm is peculiarly a product of the in-
dustrial proletariat, and while the pop
ulation was largely rural the Bogialist
movement could gain no strength.

After the civil war the influence of
the ‘‘International’’ extended to Amer-
ies. This influence wus first seen in
the National Labor Union, in whielt

The last convention of the old Inter-
nationa]l was held in FPhiladelphia in
1876 and this convention formally dis
solved the organization.

Start Workingmen's Party

In July, 1874, the Social Democratis
Workingman's party of North America
was organized with a raiher indefinite
Boeialist platform.

This grew in strength during the nexe
few years and im 1877 the name was
¢hanged 'to the Bocialist Labor party
of North Ameriea. -

bles of 1876 and 1877 this party grew

The Socialist elements in the la-
bor movement were still rent with in-
ternal fouds, but by 1880 a steady up-
ward gmwth began to be seen.
| First Presidential Ticket
In 1862 the Socialists for the first
time -nominated 4 presidential tickes,
consisting of Bimon Wing of Boston,
Mass, and Charles Matchett of Brook-
lyn. Bisce then the Socialists have ad.
hered to the poliey of independent poli-
ties, refusing to ally themselves with
any other politieal party.

Meanwhile another, Sociplist  party
bad grown up alongside the S L. P.

This drew to itself s large number of
those who bad objectéd to the tactics
of the 8. L. P.. The Social Demoeracy
was first orgadized in 1897 at a cocven-
tion in Chisago.

Movemetit Grows Clearer

At that time it still retained a de-
mand for colonizalion and some other
foatures thas differentiated it from the
Marxian movemens, At the natiopal
convention held in 1808 those who op-
posied these prineciples bolted tho con-
vention and organized the Boeial Dem:
ocratic party of America. This part,
had a very rapid growth in-some states,
After considerable delay a union waa

effected between the Soeia]l Demoerstic|

party and the bolting majority of the
8, L. P. st 'a convention held in In-
dianapolis in 1901,

At the unity conventlon at Indian-
apolis the name BSocialist party was
chosen for the united party.

An International Party

Although the old International dis-
appeared in 1876, quite close relations
have been 'eontisuously kept u
tween the various Bocialist p‘rtru of
the world, axd the first of & new series
of international Socialiat ocon
was held at Paris in 1885 and at all
these ‘eongresses the United States has
been represented.
