Praises Common Effort

“We can just as little afford to fol-
low the dootrinaires of an
individualism as the doctripaires of an
extreme Soclalism. Individual initiat- |
ive, so far from being discouraged, |
should be stimulated; and yet we|
sthoul]l remember that, as society de- |
velops and grows more compiex, \\.‘E
continually find that things which once |
it was desirable to leave to dividual
initintive can, under the changed con-
ditions, Le performed with better re-
sults by common effort. It is quite im-
possible, and equally uundesirab's, to
draw in theory a_ bard aod fast line
which shall always divide tho two sets
of cpses. This every one who s not
cursed with the pride of the oloset
philosopher wiil see. if he will only
take the trouble to think about some
of our commonest phenomena. For
instance, when people live on lsolated
farms or In little hamlets, each house
can be left to uttend fo its own drain-
age and water supply: but the mere
multiplication of families in a given
area produces new problems, which,
because they differ in size, are found
to differ not only in degree but in kind
from the old: and the questions ot
drainage and water supply have to ba
considered from the common stand-
point. It is bot a matter for abstract
dogmatizing to decide when this point
is reached; it is a matter to be tested
by practical experiment.

Common Action Better

“Much of the discussion about So-
cialism and Individualism is enotirsly
pointiess, because of failure to agree
on terminology. It is not guod to be
the siave of names. I am a. stroog in-
dividualist by personal ‘habit, inheri-
tance and conviction; hut it is a mere
matter of common seuse 10 recoguize
that the state, the community, the eiti-
renamoting together, can do' & mimber
of things better than if they were left
to individual action. The individualism
which finds its expression in the abuse
of physiecal force I8 checked very early
in the growth of civilization, and we
of today should in our turn strive to
shackle or .destroy that individualism
which triumphs by greed and cunning,
which exploits the weak by craft in-
stead 6f ruling them by brutality.

Sees Dire Fate

*We ought to go with any man in
the effort to brisg about justice and
the equality of  opportunity, to turn
the tool user more and niore into the
toa) owner, to shift burdens so that
they can be moere equitably borne.
The deadening effect ou any race of
the adoption of a logical and extreme
Socialistic system could pot be over-
stated: it would spell shee: destruc-
ticn: it would produce grosser wrong
and outrage, fouler immorality than
any existing system. ‘But this *does
not mean that we may not adopt cers
tain of the principles professed by
some set of men who call themselves
Socinlists: to be afraid to do so would
be a mark of weakness on our part.”

Bicycle Shows Fat in Milk

A recent German patent has been Is-
sued for a very interesting Instrument
for determining the percentage of fat
in milk. Although this test was. for-
merly a rather expensive one, it is now
attended by practically no  financlal
outlny because & bicycle is used for this
new method.

The filled ¥Butyrometers’™ are put In-
to tubes and fastened to the réar wheel,
and by turning the pedals the fat Is
thrown out. The bieycle Is ¢ither turned
and rekted on the saddie, 'or hung up,
or, still better, placed on its mids on a
tub or barrel in 8 way that will allow
thé pedals to move freely.

A wheel with conster brake is best,
aliowing one to rest at times while the
wheel revolves by itself.

After three minutes of vigorous turn-
{5ig, the test fn finlshed, and as soon as
the wheels are stationary, the “Buty-
rometers” are earefully taken out, and
the fat percentage is read in the usual
way.

Eugene Engley. Joynl Socialist, dled
in Alamora, Colorado, April 18. He was
attorney general under Governor Waite
and equally influential with him in that
remarkably advanced administration.

In his blennial report, flled with Gov.
Davis H. Waite more than fifteén years
ago, General Engley made a number of-
recommendations for changes in the or-
ganic and statutory law that indicate
the radical nature of his position even
tn 1582 ax a Populist.

One of his recommendations was an
constitution that
should abolish the statv. senate, “a leg-
isiative hranch that had its origin in the
flerce confliet for supremacy belween

the patrician  and  plebeisn factions
of the Roman empire: Th- loman sen-
ate, lke the English house  lords, was

the embodiment of politica, power. sur-
rendered by the people to &n aristoc-
ateracy of wealth and biodd, This an-
omaiy anll public detriment, known as
a senate, should be  abolished and
thrown . ioto the wastebasket of the
dead centuries, where it belongs.”

He niso suggested that the veto pow-
er of the governor should be abolished.
“The executive veto originated in king-

instrumentality ‘to prevent the people
trom, puolarging the scope of human lib-
orty as agsinst the crown.™

Genersl BEugley's views on the sub-
Jeots of capital punishment and penol.
ogy weore characteristic,

"I belleve that Coloraco nas. become

fe of barbarism known as the death
penalty,” he wrote; “Crime is a result
of snvironment and heredity and civil
socisty and pot the individual Is re-
sponsible therefor.”

He declared crime should he treatad
as o dlsease and the penitentiary and
reformatory converted into school and
hospital for correction of sucn failures.
He also urged that somes provision be
made whereby convicts might earn a
small per diem that they might have a
rensonable sum of money to start life
anew with when discharged.

He urged the enactment of an eight-
hour law, child labor law, provision for
minority representation, initiative, ref-
erendum and recall, and he protested
againet tha teaching of milltary tactics
In state schools and would abolish the
national guard as “military murder i»
but the counterpart of judicial murder.”

During the Peabody era; Engley was !
practicing law In Cripple Creek as far
as one so radicp! and outspoken could
practice a profession in that feudal bar-
on's camp. .

The account of his participation In
this strugsgle clipped from the Den-
ver Post of April 19 follows:

‘‘Eungley proved his mettle during the
troublous times of 1804, In the Cripple
Creek district. The Issue between the
Western Federation and the mine own-
¢rs presented an aspect of Iife that ap-
pealed to him with peeculiar force. To
his mind It was n manifestation of the
struggle between capital and labor, the
rich and the poor, the oppressors and
the downtrodden,

“Now wis the time to makeSgettie-
ment of the ancient issue and he flung
himself into the thick of the fight. He
advertised street meetings and gather-
ings In halls and denounced the mine
owners' assoclation and the Citizens' al-
llance.

“This, be it remembered, he did while
Teller county was under martial law.|
and it was dangerous for any citizen,
to whisper sympathy for the strikers,

‘‘ Engley carried it too far, the millitary
leaders decided, and the order was giv-
en for his deportation. They took him
unawares on Aug. 20, 194, and marched
him over the hills to Florisgant, where
he took a train for Denver, °

“T saw himg leaning against a wall,
surrounded by gudrds with guns at
présent,” said a former resident of Crip-
ple Creek. ‘He was smoking a cigar,
the most unconcerned in all the mob.
A boy came along erying the afternoon
papers and CGeneral Engley called to
him, The boy pushed his way through
the guards and delivered him a paper.
One of the guards started towards Eng-
ley and began a tirade of abuse. The
old man gave him 8 contemptuous look
and blew a mouthful of smoke in his
face. When the crowd started off Gen-
eral Engley marched away, his head
held high and his thumbs stuck in his
armpits, a characteristic attitude.! -

“A few days later Engley appeared
on the streets bf Cripple Creek armed
with a rifle.  He paraded boldly through
the streots of the town, his demeanor
a challenge to the soldiery to come and
take him a second time.

“He was standing on his constitution-

al rights to bear arms and to défend
himself fram attack, this he proclaimed,

insult to General Engley. He was re-
tained by the county commissioners of
Teller to defend an action in the dis-
trict court before Judge Seeds and was
in the midst of his argument when a
file of soldlers marched In with guns
at ‘present and ranged themselves
around the room.

Engley demanded that Judge Seeds
immediately gadjourn court until the ob-
Jectionable presence of armed force was
withdrawn. Judge Seeds hesitated and
Engley gathered up his books and, with
& contemptiious glare at oourt and sol-
diers, stalked out of the room. y
