Om; Ameringer of Okishoma spoke
on the farm resolution before the con-
gress as follows:

We luvo worked out a program to
the utu!actlon of the Oklahoma move-
ment, and our movement is composed of
at least 90 per cent farming farmers. In
the past we have accepted the idea that
the agrioultural industry would be con-
centrated, hammered and bolled down
until we "would have great financial
farms owned by s few capitalists and
opernted by ‘hundreds of thousands of
wagn slaves, But thers does not sesm
10 be the slighteat symptom that such
an evolution In America ia taking place.
There are two tendencies In agriculture,
one toward capitalist farming and the
other backwards toward feufdalism, but
the principal tendency, I may say nine-
tenths of the tendency. i8S not onwards
toward capitalism, but hackwards to-
ward feudalism, in the ownership of
land. The worker (s being exploited by
the owner just as the serf was ex-
plolted by his lord.

Small Oapitalists Take It

“The land Is not passing Into the
hands of the larges capitalist class. Tt is
passing Into the hands of the small fry
capitalist. Between 1350 and 1800 cash
farm renters; increased from 8 to 13
por cent. From 1880 to 1000 tha sharing
class increased from 17 to 22 per cent,
In the same time the mortgaged farmer
bas inoreased from 053 to 57 per cent.
Everywhers the soll is passing into the
hands of the small fry capitalist, and Is
used not to be farmed on the capltalistic
financial basic. but to exploit the rent.
ing class,

"It is the alm of the Oklzhoma move.
ment to o three things. Fundamentally
the Socinlist stands for giving the work-
ing people the product of thelr toll
Insidentally we want the ownership by
the working people of tha means of pro-
doction. What we want is to bring
about a unlon, a marriage between
ownership and Jabor, by which the
worker will gt the product of his tofl.

“The fellow who uses land for exploit.
ation of other men is a pure and, un-
adujterated hold-up man. He glves
nothing for what he geta. The Indus-
trial eapiti st does something, but the
iandlord doee absolutely nothing, and
he must be sliminated.

‘‘On this proposition bafore us we can
great fight all over the United
States, I am satisfled that half the
farmers of Illinols are renters. Mnke
your fight agninst the landlerd, No-
body cares anything for him. He Is
even a pararite on the industrial cap-
italist. Let us lick ones division at a
time Instead of butting Into both of
them at the same time. Adopt this re-
port. and you will have on your side
every fair-minded man who does not

In no city is this practice carried to more atrocious lengths than
in Chicago. The person who is arrested in this city is subjected to
treatment that would shame a court torturer of the middle ages.

In the very beginning it must be understood that the whole
process is strictly contrary to law. The words of the law plainly
provide that every person is supposed to be innocent until convicted
by a jury of his peers. N Sue has any right to question him in any
manner whatever until h- lLas been sworn in open court, and it is
then for him to choose whether he will consent to be so sworn.

The ‘ordinary procedure in Chicago, when a workingman has
been arrested for any crime which the police have been too stupid to
discover the truth concerning, is to imprison the victim without any
