Now 1 will frankly eonfess that, in
oy opinton, Marx overdid his forecast
of iperessing misery, Certainly, he
made no adequate allowanee for the
growing power of labor and the con-
cesslons it organizations would force
the capitalists to make.

Burlington, Towa, in 1845 and came to

1 visited the wecond meeting on Christmas day. There
were, besides me, two women present. The speaker spoke
upon “Class Struggles.”’ He spoke well, effectively, en-
chantingly. Y heard him describe the sorrowful stories of
my ewn Christmas festivals, and in contrast to the depri-
vations of the poe:, he indicated the superabundance of
the rich. Everything within me urged me to callwout:
“‘That 1 know also;’ that I cen relate, too.”’ But I did
not venture a word.

1 414 not even have the courage to give applause. That
T considered unwomanly, and ouly becoming to men, Also
in the mectings they were always speaking for men. None
of the speakers addressed themselves to the women, who,
it must be admitted, were only present now and then. But
everything appeared to be only man's suffering and man's
misery. ¢

It was painful to me that they did not speak about the
working girls, that they did pot address them also and
call them to battle.

The third meeting which I attended, and of which 1
wiil tell, beesuse of its character, was an electioneering
assembly. The police permitted no women to enter this
political mesting, and still T wanted to visit one so much.

Once my beseeching plea succeeded in persuading the
director to allow me to enter, but I had to remain away
back in & corner. For the first time 1 heard a talk on the
Soclal-Democratic  standpoint of militarism.  And agnin
5 part of my earlier views full to pleces. Up till then I
had looked upon militarism as a matter of course and
something indispensable. 3

That my brothers had worn the “Emperor's Coat” had
filled me with pride, and he did not appear to me an up-
right man who had not fulfilled this patriotie duty.

When, In my maldenhood dreams, I had renresvn(fd to
mywelf the man who would be my husband, the military
qualification belonged to the characteristics he would have
10 possess.

And now this ideal fell also. Militarism was described
as the people’s burden, and I had to consent to this. War,
as murder of people, not to defend thé bordels of the
country from a bad, wild enemy, but in'the interest of the

dynasties, dictated by eagerness for territorial conquests’

or desvised through diplomatic intrigues.

All that I heard seemed so natural to me that I won-
dered why so few people understood these things.

Through these meetings a new world was opened up to
me, and everything within me urged me toward personal
sctivity, 1 wanted to assist and fight and did not know
how to begin. But under all of theso influences I became
an entirely different person. People who did not under-
stand my political ideas, or dld not want to know anything
about them, appeared to mae directly as enemles. For I
wanted to convert people and wanted to “talk politien.” I
began to go Into society with my brothers and thelr wives,
which I had earlier ayoided.

They called me proud and high-spirited, and advised
me not to lead such a cloister life, but rather enjoy my
youth. When I sometimes went with them, I seemed to
myself like & sacrificed lamb.

Now I went with them giladly. I wanted to have the
opportunity to talk about Social Democracy. and had the
‘idea that you could talk more about polities with men
than with women.

How much I had overestimated the political maturity
of the men I discovered only too soon, I wanted to col-
loct for the election fund. As I explained this to the com-
pany, & man with n trade exclaimed: *“For the election
fund? Who Is he? Oh, I know now, the unfortunate
wagon-washer!™  And I, the young, politically disfran-

chised girl, had to tell the men, entitled to vote, what an
election fund I8, and why one has to eollect for it

They all wondered where I had received my “clever-
ness.” and who had taunght me all of this. I also collecied
money In the factory. At first only among my close 0.9~
panions, but the circle always became larger.

Then came the propaganda for the da, of rest on ™Ay
1. This brought me into a condition of feverish ecite-
ment; I wanted to work for this and sought for people
having the same views.

Among the workers I noticed one who were a broad

hat, and I hoped he was a Social Democrat: I watched
for an opportunity to speak with him, and undertook
things, which X otherwise never had-done. The workers
washed their hands in the court-yard before the work
closed. :
* Many girls went taere, too. I had never dome it, so
that I would not have to hear tks talk which was carried
on' there, and which offended me. Now.I mixed among
them, and suocceeded in speaking to the possessor of the
broad bat. I had not decelved myself.

He was an earnest, intelligent worker and member of
the working men's unlon, How happy I was to koow a
worker of the same mingd in the factory! Ho among the
men and I among the women would be able to succeed in
bringing about & worker's day of rest on May 1

And yet we did not succeed. The people clung too
closely to the manufacturer, and could not yet understana
that the workers out of thelr own resolution could under-
take something,

All who could not come to work on May 1 were threat-
ened with discharge. Even on the last of April I endeay-
ored to persuade the working girls in-my room to & gen-
eral demonstration for the rest day on May 1.

I made a motion that when the “master” appeared all
should stand up and I would present him our request.
The gencral standing up would signify oul solidarity.
Many sincerely agreed with me, but the old women work-
ors, who had worked in the factory for decades slready,
thought they did not dare to act so toward the "“master.”
Then I alone wauted to ask for a free gift holiday only
for myself, but in the evening this information was given
out: He that does not work on Miy 1 may stay at home
until Monday.

I was a poor girl, the first of May fell on Wednesday;
could X Jose a half of a week? Finrally, I would not have
been frightened from it, bhut I had the fear that I would
be discharged altogether, and where was there such guod
work to be had? And what would hecome of my old
mother, if I were unemployed for & long time? The whole
dismal past came up before me—and I yielded, yielded
with clenched fists and rebellious heart.

On the first of May, as I went to the factory in my
Sunday dress, I saw thousands of people ornamented with
symbols of May, bastening to the meetings. My brother
and his friend also belonged to the lucky ones who were
permitted to celebrate. !

I do not know what paln I can compare with that
which did not leave me the entire first of May. How I
waited for the Soclal Democrats to come and take us out
of tha factory by storm! I would have enjoyed it, the
others were afraid of it. The wooden shutters on the win-
dows were not allowed to be opened the whole day, so
that no one could break the windows with stones.

On the next payday every worker and every working
giri received a printed form upon which could be read:
“As recognition of the loyalty to duty of my personnel on
May 1, every worker recelves two gulden, and every,
working girl one gulden reward.”

I earried my gulden, which I would have preferred to.
throw at the feet of my employer, to the office of the paper
for the "“Fund for Persecuted and Blacklisted May lst
‘Workers.”

A8 thers have been a great many
other appointments' made by the Social-
Ist administration of Milwaukee, I
would thank you to furniah me with a
st of them, and whether they were
members of the Soclalist party.

In the exact sciences there is no such
thing as Republican medicine, Demo-
cratic geometry or Sociallst mathemat-
ics; hence, when it comes to the ques-
tlon of ability, the Socialist, as I un-
derstand him, proposes to do the best
that can be done. Therefore, when we
in Milwaukee look for a health com-
missioner to take charge of the health
of the citizens of Milwaukee, we look
for the best man for the position, and
this best man cannot be the best man
if he disregards the social needs of a
community,

A physiclan, In himself, is not neces-
sarily a sanitation engineer. We have
plenty of physicians to fill the position,
if we do not expect them to make good,
However, let me impress upon wyou,
that what the city of Mikvaukee neads
s not a man to prescribe recipes, but
A& man who knows how top prevent dis-
ease, by seelng that stores, public
bulldings, factorfes and homes, bake
shops and wilk depots sre kept in
proper san,ary condition.

As to the .ersonality of Dr. Ruocker,
he has not i3ted ths Republican or
Demoeratic or any other ticket for a
good many years, but has devoted his
ontire energy and effort to the study
of the problem of eliminating plagues
and epldemlics. Thus he has been very
active and succesmsful in his work at
New Orleans fighting the yellow fever
pest, likewlse In his conduct of the
crusade against the bubonic plague on
the Pacifio coast. He is a man who has
attained a world wide reputation, and
If it shonM drive you from our party
because we Milwaukeeans have suc-
ceeded in getting this man, I do not
feel sorry for the party but for you.
To be plain, where it concerns the pol-
fey of our party, in any position, we
expect to appolnt Sociallsts. Where a
scientific problem comes in question we
expact to get experts, who are willing
to work hand in hand with us to carry
out our policy.

Now, dear comrade, I hope that you
will understand that, no matter what
we do, we must expect soms criticism,
and the Socialist is yet to be born that
will not be critictsed by some other So-
clalist, especially when this other So-
clalist s’ twitted By a republican or
democrat. . You ecanont, if the affairs
of any city are placed in your hands,
expect to be successful, unless you
apply to such problems all the attaln-
ments ‘and achievements’ of human
knowledge and sclence of the centuries
of the past. Sociallsm itself must be a
fallure unless It proves a sclentific so-
lution of the soctal problem.

After soverasl days they came.

Most of them were Frisco water front
derelicts coming out to pick hops ‘‘to
get sway from booze (ms they said
themseives) for several weeks.'’ The
rancher supplied them with several old
dilapidated tents and straw. He hired
also a cook and the mon had to pay
50 cents a day for the privilege of eat~
ing the cheap and coarse food dished
out in the camp mess,

Beveral f: ies of white people had
the privilege of buying provisions and
while the children were doing the pick-
ing, the mother tended to the camp fire
stew. Every once in a while the male
hop pickers would get soaked with
some ‘‘dagoned’’ " and the families
would do the picking—the hop rancher
did not care much about this, beecause

And the other stors-
keepers are beginning to take notice,
for this store keeps hardly any world
wide advertised goods, but mostly bulk
goods, and are giving doubla . the
welght for the same money than the
Present generation ever knew, The
news Is spreading and the membders are
Increasing. Any oco-operative contem-
plating opening write to Kewanee Co-
Gperative for their plans. They really
surprised me, although I've been con-
nected with the Einglish co-operatives
In their early days. For a youngster,
Kewanee Is a wonder.

The neighboring ranch men sent to
San Francisco for 60 Japs. When they
eame ench one had about the limit of
baggage allowed them with their ticket
(about 125 pounds) they ‘wore good
clothes, had their overalls and mage-
rines, glome‘, sporting articles, ete, in
thelr baggage. They were given &
camping ground and lamber, canvas,
nails, ete. After putting up a bunk
heuse, kitchen and a mess table in mili-
tary fashion and co-operatively, they
sslected one of their party as cook snd
another as flunkey.

They bought their provisions wo-op-
eratively and pald thelr own cook and
flunkey. They had cleaner food and by

ltting expenses lived better and
cheaper than their white neighbors.

They might have dfnmferred plums,
rice, cake, clean bedding, daily news-
papers, ete., to Irish stow, sauerkraut or
‘‘sowbelly’’ and corn mush and ver.
min infested straw flops, but that's a
matter of taste. o

I vizited them several times and was
shown Japanese translations of Kro-
potkin and Tolstoy’s writings, also a
transiated book by Maxim Gorky.

I think their extensive reading of
these books sccounts for the fact that
they are more sympathetic townrds an-
archist communistic doetrines than to
the Socialist philbsophy. In short, I
found them intellectually superior sand
more intelligent than the bunch of
white boozers to whom you could talk
neither Soclalism nor organization.

The Japenese are only hired by the
farmers because they can be quickly
mobilized and ecause the farmer less
trouble in feeding and housing them,
ote. They are sober and perfectly able
to help themselves, They are not an
iota cheaper in wages, but to the con-
trary haye raided the vnf;; in many
agricultural districts of California, not-
ably Fresno, where white men used to
got $25 and board four months, while
the Japs demand at least $2 per day.

and Greeks.
