Be it ordained by the general councll
of the city of Loulsville:

Bection 1. That no person employed
r8 & mechanic or iaborer by the city of
Toulsville or any department thereof,
or by any contractor or subcontractor
under any contract with the city of
Louisville or any department thereof
ehall Be required to work more than
elght hours per day, and that eight
hours shall constitute a day’s labor for
such employes; provided, that such em-
ployes may be required to work more
than eight hours in 'any given day In
cases ‘where, because of emergency or
danger, In the judgment of the heads
of any departinent or departments, the
public safety or convenience may re-
quire 1t

Section 2. ‘Where any employe or
employes above hereln in the first sec-
tion referred to are required to work
more than elght hours in any given
day, such employe or employes for the
hours or fraction of hours which they

Bosses Sign Agreements
With Union; Win Over-
time Increases

Heloz Hall, Oak

New Tork, Sept. 16-—Recognlzing the
strength of arganized labor’ and their
recent victorles, ths upholstery employ-

upholatérers’ unlon and avoided a strike
which, had It been called, would have
tied up the entire upholstering indus-
try. ' The employers granted the in-
crease In wages demanded by the unfon,
and hereafter the scale of a day's weges
will be $4.50 instead of $4.

Hercafter forty-four hours will con«
stitute a week's work, except during
the months of September, October, No-

ber and De iber, when the forty-
ssven hours will be a week's work,
Better Hours

The main change is when during these
four months the men will work seven
hours on Saturday instead of four
hours as during the other months, The
pew agreement also calls for the
closed shop. It also calls for the pay-
ment of doubls time for work done after
the usnal work hourt. The employers
will hereafter have to pay double time
F“ all work done on all legal holidays
884 Sundays.

AMogether 100 firms signed the agree-
ment, and thelr shops’ are now being
run under union conditions. The sgree-
ment was reached at a conference be-
tween James Hatch, William Kohn and
Aungurt Schmied of the Upholsterers’'
union and represeptstives of the em-
ployers' organization.

Wage Increases

The carpet upholsterers have also re-
celved an increase in wages from $4 to
$450 per day.

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Notwithstanding her rapid progress
toward modern clvilization,  Japan
mnintaing an unceasing aversion  to
Soctalism, which they consider the
worst of crimes, and denounce its ad-
herents' as the open enemies of the
state.  Japan ocannot Ynderstand the
attitude of European governments to-
ward Socialism.

The present mayor of Tokio, the Hon.
Yukio Ozakl, one of the foremont of
Japan's younger statesmen, was obliged
to resign his ‘portfolio as minister of
edueation In'a former cabinet because
in a publi¢ spécch he happened to draw
a ploture of what Japan might be like
under a republican regime. The very
mentipn of such a thing—however op-
posed to the idea the speaker might
have been -was regarded as improper.
Some years ago an organization of So-
cinlists started up In Tokio, but the
members wers mercilessly dealt with
and finally suppressed.

Although the Japanese government
holds an aversion to Boclalism among
individuals, there has been a constant
drift toward Socialistiec practices on the
part of the government, The Japanese
government now con‘rols most of the
rallways of the empire, as well as sev-
eral factories-and other enterprises, The
government's paternal attitude toward
industry and private business generally
can be regirded in no other Hght than
that of a kind of Sociallsm. The gov-
ernment has a monopoly of salt, tobac-
¢ and camphor, and are now looking
toward the silkworm inGustry. In ad-
dition to registering and inspecting, as
well as controlling many private enter-

'pﬂsu, the government registers law-

yors, physiclans, patent agents, brok-
ers, editors, corporations, wocleties, an-
sociations including churches, hotels
and theaters; in fact, all that cater to
the public demand. At the same time,
any suggestion of 5 bellef in Socialism
on the part of individuals is rigorously
suppressed.

It is clear, (aerefore, that.the opposi-
tion of the Japaness government to So-
cianlism is not to be referred to an
economic hasis, but to its anti-dypastic
trend; in other words, to its constant
association with republicantsm. Never-
