Socialists of Chicago ™ade a magnif-
fcent showing in yesterday's. judicial
elections, polling a larger percentage
of the total yote cast than at any pre-
vious election« except the presidential
year of 1904, when the ticket recelved
45,000 votes, which have since been rec-
ognized as spite votes against Parker
by the Democrats,

At no other election have the Soclal-
ists of Chicago come near the mark
which they set yesterday.

Total Vote Is 162,098

Stedman, runniug for Circut Court
bench, received 16,849 votes. The total
vote cast was 103,098, This mafes Sted-
man's percentage of the vote more than
10 per cent.

In April the mayoralty candidate of
the Socialist party received only 6.08
per cent of the total vote cast. At the
Judical election of June, 1509, the So-
clalist ticket polled only 4.9 per cent
of the total vote cast.

In their public utterances, from platform and pulpit, and’ par-
ticularly through their press, the representatives of the privileged
classes are now very seriously engaged in expressing a species of
regret and protesting that they desire to reform.

What they regret is that it has been impossible “to adjust big
business to the popular demand for the abolition of trusts”; and
their willingness to “reform” means that they desire a court of busi-
ness men to decide all questions raised as to what shall be a “rea-
sonable” act on the part of any giant corporation.

By taking such an attitude at this hour these fighting gentle-
men hope to at once placate the public, now toying doubtfully with
its ballots, and ultimately to have things their own way. Under
the guise of reform they would make their hold upon the commerce
of the country the more secure and certain. Their action is of a
kind with that of any crafty military leader, who, hard pressed for
the time being, raises a flag of truce and under its protection reforms
his shattered ranks and repairs the breaches in his redoubts. Even-
tually, when he re-opens hostilities, he will be.better prepared to
fight than he would have been if he had not asked for time.

But the time has gone when so disingenuous a move could be
made with impunity; the American people have been roused to real
concern at last and no regrets upon-the part of their former mas-
ters, nor any plan to have the trusts “properly conducted” by those
masters will now avail to stop the flood of doubr.

ABRAHAM CAHAN

Socialist—Journalist—Friend of the Ghetto

‘BY ERNEST POOLE

Republished by Special Permission From the Qutlook

He is the editor of a daily Socialist
paper, “Dle Vorwaerts,” printed in
Yiddish, in the heart of the New York
Ghetto.

Within eight years he has forced its
circulation to over 113,000, And the story
of his struggle to sdapt himself and
his Bocialijsm to New World conditlons
has significance for the future America,
in which the inpouring millions of for-
cigners are to play so large a, part.

Cahan has been in this country some
twenty-eight years. One afternoon, jn
(l,un office, I'found him writing in Yid-

ish.

As I came-in-4he telephone rang, and
he turned and spoke in Russian, He
talked to-me in English.

And while he told his story T watched
the life on the big open square below,
crowded with men, women and chil-
dren, many of whom ‘but a few weeks
before had come from remote little Old
World hamlets, Night drew ou. Lights
showe from the tall- grimy tenements,
arc lamps sputtered out over the
square,

And the push-cart peddlers lighted
thelr torches, long lines of flaring
torches. For from stores, sweatshops
and factories through the muddy, nar-
row streets poured dense, dark human
masses—Americans to be.

“1 was born In 1860, in Podberezie, n

country of forests, the province of Wil-
na, o Lithuania, under Russian rule
In our four-room cottage lived four
familtes.

“Our family had one room, low-cell-
inged, with a luge brick oven. And in
this room my (ather, a Talmudic stu-
dent, had his little Hebrew school.

“While he taught his twelve small
scholars he used to hold me on his
knee, and by the time I was three years
old 1 had learned to spell out the He-
brew words,

“The most futeuse of my first memo-
ries i. of Friday, the eve of the Sab-
bath, ‘when, as the twilight deepened,
my father took me on his lap, telling
me old legends and crooning ancient
Hebrew songs. ‘And now,' he would
whisper, ‘the week with all its evil is
gone, all evil thoughts aud passions
departing. and from heaven the second
soul comes fluttering down, to dwell
within you on the Sabbath.' Sacred and
solemn, I would clutch my small breast
to feel my second soul come in.

“My father was a dreamer, soulful,

little village of huts and fottages in a -

deeply emotional. He would sit for
hours contented, listening to stories of
life’in distant lands: he would go with-
out eating to save a few kopecks re-
quired for entrance {nto the synagogue
on days when there was music. When
I was four years old he wrapped me in
his praying shawl, as is the Jewish cus-
tom, and took me to the chedar (He-
brew school) to start my education.
Here a spoonful of honey was given
me 48 a symbol of spiritunl sweetness,
And as the holy book was opened and I
read the first letter, “Aleph,’ from above
me ‘the angel's kopeck’ was dropped on
my head as a symbol of reward for
righteousness. And then suddenly my
father broke into sobe, I had entered
into the service of God.”

Small as he was, he studled there each
morning from nise o'clock until two,
then went home to dinner, came back
at three, and worked on until eight
o'clock each night.

And there
he went to a yeshiva, a Hebrew school
more advanced than the chedar, where,
with fifty ather boys, he studied under
the. rabbi.. Bafst thirteen he was hun-
gry to lédri midre Of tie world than the
rabbf could teach, and so began golng in
secret each aftermoon to a goverument
school. When his parents learned it
there was trouble.

“Look at- your father!" his mather
exclaimed. “He is a mirror in which
you can see whet you will be {f this
goes on. Wil you spend your whole
life in idle dreams and studies and keep
your tamily always poor? Or will you
earn your llving Mke a man?™

She apprenticed him to a wood-carver
in Wilna. But the wood.carver, It
scems, was a brute, coarse and foul-
mouthed; and on the first day the boy
ran home, sobbing, and threatened that
he would kil himself it they made him
go back. In the end his mother gave in.
and he was allowed to go on with his
studfes. For the next two years he
spent his time tu Wilna's public library.

Those Studious Days
“Here 1 lost my religious faith, and
here I became scquainted with the
great Russian writers. Turgenev and
Tolstoy were my favorites, With a_few
youngsteras I read all day in the li-
brary, and at night we discussed the

books we had read. I was fond of talk-
ing, and 1 was forever haranguling the
group. We did not read ltke American
boys. Although only about fifteen years
old, we read mature novels: not only the
novel itself, but books of cri‘iclem upon
it. Anpd the life It depicted grew In-
tensely real to us. Although these
novels dealt with ‘Great Russia,’ a
country hundreds of miles to the north,
still we felt ourselves drawn to the
Russians. And this made doubly bitter
the persecutions and insults to which
we were subjected as Jews, especlally
slnce it was on the very days of Rus-
slan rejolcing, like Easter and Christ-
mas, that my father kept me within
the house f~om fear of Christian vio-
lence."

Al seventeen he entered a govern-
ment Jowish teachers' college, where
tuftion, Yoard and lodging were sup-
plied fres, and In return he signed a
contract oroviding that for eight years
after grautation he would tejch in Jew-
ish schools. His teahers there were
Gentiles and Jew-haters, and his suf-
ferings .were keen, “For the deeper and
more intense grew my love for Russia’s
literature and music, the more of an
outlaw I was made to feel. I remem-
ber one Russian holiday, as I walked
home, my comrade and I were attacked.
I remember his. face all covered with

blood."
The Turning Point

But in his nineteenth year, one day
on the street, a young man (who is now
a public school principal in New York)
silently shoved into his hand an “un-
derground” pamphlet. Intensely cha-
grined, Cahan’ went to his room and
there read the pamphlet many times,
It was a revolutionary poem by Necra-
soff; no great masterpiece, but the
fact that it was something forbidden
gave it a power over him such as not
even Tolstoy had had.

“That night was a turning polm in
my life. {nth then'I had been an c¢ut-
rageous youug egoist. But now I begau
to broaden. 1 joined a small revolution-
ist circle made up of students abd army
officers. Our secret meetings were held
in the house of a Gentlle, and hers for
the first time 1 found Jews and Gentiles
together as brothers. Never until now
had a Gentile called me by my
name. Here was comradeship, deep,
fresh enthusiasm, and a spirit of mu-
tual help and of strict self-denial.”

commercinl and land - operations had
been wo cnormous, and to carry them
he had to borrow such vplumes of
money, that wheu pressed by private
creditors he could mot pay. The court
judgment, resulied h his being pat in
Jall (90), insPhUadelphia, where he re-
mained unrlumd for several years.
He ycmmlid Gbm Morris to ad-

vance the money for the psyment of
the judgment, which was theu assigned
to Adam Hoops, a personal friend of
Robert Morris, and ‘agent for the va-
rious parties concerved.

One of the purposes of this nnign-
ment was to preserve to Morris the
right to “redemption in 1,500,000 acros
which he had corveyed to the Holland
company, in the nature of a mortgage,
as he supposed. Hoops later assigned
the judgment to Gouveneur Morrls, and
on September 18, 1799, Robert Morris
confirmed the trust deed.  To en ar-
rangement agreed to by Robert Mor-
ris that Hoops, acting for the trustee,
should buy 'n such lands 8% were soid
under execution, ~Gouverneur Morris
consented.

Certain of Morris’ lands in New York
were sold undér judgment on February
8 1200. Hoops made -his bid at the
sale, but being outbid and not hmng
sufficient funds on hand, persuaded the
sheriff to adjourn the sald until May
13, folldwing, Robert Morris supplying
Hoops with the pobundage maney for
the sheriff’s fees. ’
