The strike of the Burnside shopmen
has been a very expengive one for the
Hluois Central.

The total cost of feeding the strike
breakers und police, including the fur.
niture and chinaware broken or de-
stroved hy the scabs, already amounts
to $35,000.,

The cost of the strike breakers and
scab guarde In wagex aud the loss of
trffic to ‘the Llilnois Central, of course,
amounts to several hundred thousand
dollars, #n amount which can Mot be
caleulated ‘Wwith wice accurmcy.

*  There are eightecn dead passenger en-
gines in the Buranside shops, none of
which can be used again until the strike
is over. The condition of the rolling
stotk on other parts of the road is
cqually bad.

Steals Tools From Yards

Another strike breaker was arrested
at the Burnside yards of the Illinois
Central for stealing tools from the shops
and selling them to =econd-hand hard.
ware dealers.

The scab was arrested while leaving
the vards with a snitcase fllled with the
small, but valuable, brass taps and
drills. He is charged also with having
thrown & number of larger tools over
the, yards fence duribg the day and
taken away under cover of larkness to
the market.

The strikers will seek to have arrest-
ed two special guards of the lllinois
Central who intimidated two pickets by
toreatening “to fill them with bullet
holes."”

The pickets were trying to induce one
uf the strike breakers not to return to
the yards, when they were approached
v the two guards who brandished their
pistols and ordered them to move along,
The plckets, both of them young men,
seeing the policemen’s stars worn by
the guurds, took to thelir heels.

Commit Grave Offense

Inasmugh as the Illuois Central's
special guards have no police power
whatever off the company’'s property,
they (ommitted a penltentiagy offense
when they fourished the pistols before
the pickets,

An investigation is being made'by a
committee of the strikers to learn the
ideniity of the guards dnd bdbring the
matter to the attention of the police.

The New School of Instruction in Municipal

Government Foreshadows a Jocialist Dictory
in Chicago. : ' H

The school for instruction in Municipal Government, which will
be opened next Wednesday evening in the Northwestern University
building by J. C. Kennedy, deserves the enthusiastic support of the
Socialists of Chicago. It is timely and practical.

Mr. Kennedy is a Socialist and knows what Sccialists need to|

learn about the details of municipal government in order ‘to make
the widest application of their principles.

Scores of young men and women have already promised to en-
roll in the classes. Their number should be augmented to several
hundred, for the Socialist party is about to enter into active par-
ticipation in.the government of large cities.

The recent victories coming on the heels of Milwaukee, Butte
and Berkeley attest the permanency of Socialist control of municipal-
ities and foreshadow its extension to greater cities,

It is not extravagant prophecy to say that Chicago may choose

-a Socialist administration at either one of the next two mayoralty
elections,

Events move rapidly upon the heels of one another when they
fall into the Jockstep practiced by Ohio municipalities.

It is reasonably certain that the Socialists of Chicago will in-
vade the city council next April.

Five or six elections precede the next mayoralty campaign. They
can easily become the five or six steps necessary to lift the Socialist
party into power in this city.

Socialist—Journalist—Friend of the Ghetto

“When  the meeting was thrown
open,” he loh! me, “hardly knowing
what 1 did, I rose and went forward.
1 was small for my age, 1 looked bare-
Iy sixteen, 1 was thin and partially
cross-eyed; at sight of me the crogyd
snickered and langhed, and half of
them started for the dgor. But I
climbed up on the platform, avd my
voice, which was harsh and loud, made
the people turn back. Soon they were
crowding forward. For, crude as
was, [ had something to say. I spoke
on the great struggle which we had left
behind us, begged them not to forget
their comrades at home and urged that
money be raised for the cause. My
speech was received with applause,
which completely turned my young
head., And from that pight I was an
orator!™

Al the clope of the meeting he asked
the lgaders why the speeches wore all
made in Russlan, which so few of the
Jews could understand. Why not speik
in Yiddish, the familiar language of
the streets? They luughed.

“What speaker,” they asked, “will get
up on a publlg platform and discusd so
great a subject as Soclalism in this
ridiculous ‘mama gab?' "

“I will,” sald Cahan. The next wegk
at a meeting he discussed Kar! Marx
in Yiddish. It was a success.. And
from that time on public meetings were
held more and more in Yiddish, the
homely German jargon which is spoken
in Ghettoes all over the world,

Wins a Start Here
Meanwhile, having worked two
months in the cigar factory,  Caban
went to a tin shop, where he was em-
ployed for some two months more. And
then he stopped work and went to
school. At the night schbol he had
found progress siow, so now he went to
the principal of a public school for chil-
dren and sald (u broken English, I
was a teacher in Russia. I want to be
a ‘pupil here.” He was ltaken in; he
worked hard In a class of boys, and in
a few months he had learned eneugh to
hegin giving private lessons in English
to immigrants. He was soon earning
$20 a week, and had won his start In
Amerlca.

Bix mouths after landing he wrote hig
first newspaper articie. At the time 0f
the coronation of Alexander II1 the New
York papers were filled with accounts
of how wll Russia was in an eestasy
over the new ezar. “‘This stirred my
revolutionist blood, and, mustering my
menger Euglish, I wrote to the New
York ‘World' a letter which 1 sald was
a traunsiation of one just recelved from
my cousin in Russia. This ‘cousin’
narrated what he bhad heard from his
neighbors, peasants, shopkecpers, doc-
tors and others, each one of whom told
what he thought of the czar.” The
“World” printed this letter on the front
page. - ¢

Some two yvears later he began to
write for the “Sun” and other New
York papers. He was then a night
school teacher: he wrote sketches des
picting night acheol struggles for an
education, and scenes from. East 8§
factorice, tenements, cafes and streets,
He had loag been a voraclous readet
of English and American authors. ““In
the carly days,” he told e, “when I
lived in an East Side garret room, 1
used to get up at 3 In the morning, and,
without dressing, I would read often
unti} late afternoon, For food I had
a huge loaf of pumpernickel, which I
would munch when hungry., 1 read
Thackeray, Dickehs, George EHot, I
read, too, some American - history,
Years later 1 learned of Howells and
James; and their work, so woaderfully
real and sincere, was to me an inspira-
tion. Until then I had almost come ta
belleve that there was no honest liter-
ature in this country.”
His Soclalist activities,
had gone on. Soclalisma had come, 10
America through the old “Internas
tional™ of the early '70's. This party
had died. but Soclallsm continued to
grow, first under German domination,
then German and Jewish, and finally
native-born Americans began to come
in.

movement. He made frequent speeches
uptown, and entered into debates with
Amertean critice.  He also spoke In
Boston, Cleveland, Buffalo, Chicago and
St. Louls. And this was naturally
broadening. In the New York revolu-
tiouist groups there were stlll a few
who belleved in immediate revolution
by force. But Cahan laughed at their
talk. .

“Start your revolution op Orchard
street here,” he said. “And what then?
Are there not millions of other streeta
in America? Violence is what we must
all avoid. Education is slow: 1t will
take many years. But ouly so-will So-
clallsm come at last in Ameriea.”

With ‘this iden, he made speeches,
wrote pamphlets, and became a fre-
quent contributor to the “Worklngman's
Advocate.” Later, when the “Arbeiter
Zeltung™ .was started, he went on its
stafl. The paper he found fthey were
planning was to be a dry. theoretical
sheet. He protested.

“Leok here,” he argued. “This thing
won't do! We live in New York, not
in Berlin or St. Petersburz. It is our
duty as”Soclulists to keep in itimate
touch with the life around us, and put
our Boclallsm into terms of this real
fife. When you are on the platform,
you don’t speak to yourself—at least,
1 hope not—you speak to your audience,
Why not do the same here, why not
write stuff that others will read?”

To Initiate this policy be began ““The
Sermons of a Proletarian Preacher.”
Among orthodox Jews each week has a
nawe:; the first word or phrase from the

weokly Bible “lessor.” Canan used
this o 1e each week as his title and
guve th “lesson™ u Sociallst turn. His
sermo': were soon widely read. He

also wrote short ardcles on natural
history; he translated into Yiddish
many of the best Russian, German and
English novels, among them Howell's
“Traveler from A'truria”: he wrote
sketches and stories of East Side lite.

Socialism, weanwhile, was spreadiug
tast all over Burope, In 1891 and 1883
Cahan went ax an ‘American delegate to
the International” Cougresses, the first
at Brussels, the second at Zurich, there
meating “comrades” from many coun-
triegs and hearing thelr personal ac-
counts of the swift growth of the move-

ment.
Breaks Into Print
His firet story in English was printed

In a New York magazine early In the
'90’s This was read by Howells; he
became interested in the author. and it
was mainly through bis urging that
Cahan wrote, some two years later,
“Yekl” (Jake), a novel of Ghetto life.
This, too, won the admiration of How.
ells, and he even went with it himgelf
to the publishers. When “Yekl"” ap-
peared It aroused a siorm of eriticism,
mainly from the Jews uptown. For
Cahan, with his Russian jdeals of
reallsm, had described Yek! as he was,
with all the bad s wel] as the good
that was in him. And the pictures he
drew of East Side IMfc were considered
against the Jews., One irate Jewish
lady uptown wrote dn this vein:

“If you want to describe the Jews to
Americans,” she asked, “why not de-
scribe the best of us, iustead of choos-
ing this low, coarse, immoral tenement
fellow "

“My dear madam,” he replled, *1
choose Yekl because he and his tene-
ments seen to me more luteresting than
even the best Jews uptown.” The book
was soun tramsiated and pubiisied in
Russia, and there it attracted wide no-
tice,

In the meantime the Soclalist party
in New York had been split by dissen-
sions. Danlel De Leon had quickly
forved his way to a leading position,
bringing back extreme revolutionist
doctrines; and In 1897 a group of his
oppenents started a dally paper, “Dle
Vorwaerts,” which has since become
counmonly known as the “Jewlish Dally
Furward,” They ralsed ths money al
o ball, where Cahan passed the hat,
and men and women threw in, not only
cash, but rings and watches. The sale
of these brought ahout 3800, and with
this the paper was started. Cahan was
chosen cditor, For a few weeks al
went well, hut then he found that even
here the D= Leon spirit had crept in,
and a few mouths later he resigned.

He had been writing English sketch.
es for the New York “Evening Post,”
wnd there he had met Lincoln Steffens,
Steffens had been interested in “Yek),”
and soou he and Cahan became well
acquainted.

“What you need.” sald Steffens, “is
the life of a reporter on an American
paper.” And in 1587, when Steffens be-
came city cditor of the “Commerclal
Advertiser,” he took Cahan on his
staff.
