Winter Here,
Jhortest Day,
Too, Huxtra!

Washington, Dec. 22.—Today is the
shortest of the year and winter begins
officially at about 6 p. m., eastern time,
according to the statement of the chief
hydrographer of the navy.

Today is a few seconds shorter than
yesterday, but the hours of sunlight are
given as the same in tne figures off-
cially given-gs follows:  Susr-rises, 7:23
o dets 449 Do, ‘edstern tims.

“In years not léap years December 22
is ordinarily the shortest day, due to
the fact that the insertion of a day
called for February 28 every four years
more than compensates for the actual
amount of time in a year every 3
days of twenty-four hours’ duration
each.

This remnant period = something leas
than six hours. The result (s that ~hen
twenty-four leap years have been sdd-
ed—or once a Century—a leap year is
skipped, and this keeps the official tim.
ers approximately straight (n thelr
bookkeeping.

Last year winter began at noon De-
cember 22, eastern time; in 1900 at § a.

cember 21, making December 21 that
year the shortest day of the year,

PARBON GASE 1

John Owen, ¢hildren of Enercliffe’s al-
leged vietim, all @f whom urged keep-
ing Shercliffe in the ponitentiary. They
were opposed by Elmer Thomas, 8
Omaha attorney, and by Frank Plck-
ens, the star wittess for Shercliffe.

The latter was in Leadviile at the time
Waish was shot and ha told the per-
don board that he and not Shercliffe
shot Walsh,

WOMAN'S 8-HOUR
LAW 15 SOUGHT

Special Correspondence.

Denver, Colo., Dec. 22.—The women
wsge earners of Colorado have started
a state-wide eampaign for an eight-hour
law for women in all lines of clerical
or manual labor. A petition was sent
out over the sta*as at their request by
the Colorado Federation of Labor exmil-
ing for sigoatnres urging the legisla
ture to pass the eight-hour bill.

The movement is the direct reply of
organized labor in this state to the out-
rageous manner in which a similar bill,
passed by the senate at the last wses-
sion of the legislature, was smothered
in the house.

The principal section of the proposed
law provides tbat ‘‘no female shall be
employed in any manufacturing, me
chanical or mercantile establishment,
lnundry, hotal or restaurant in this state
more than eight hours during any twea-
ty-four hours.. Provided, that females
may be employed in retail stores to
wotk not to exceed twelve hours in any
twenty-four for one week immediately
preceding Christmas day.”’

The Direct lLegislation League of
Colorado and the State Federation of
Women's Clubs have given the eight-
hour movement their bearty indoree-
ment. Petitions will also be eircalated
by Socialist speakers saod by Socialist
womern's organizations.
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Indtanapolls, Tnd., Dec. 22—

This
evidence 18 so conclusive, it is asserted,
that Indictments could be grawn im-
mediately If the government was not
planning to vote all indictments in a
mass in order to prevent leaks which
would permit -the accused men to es-
cape.

-T0 BE PROBLEM

IN GONVENTION

Socialist Parfy to Deer-
mine Status of Foreign
~ Language Locals.

The bdig problem of securing intelll-
gent co-operation and action between
people of many tocngues seems near to
solution in the United States. Better
results are being secured now than at
any time in the history of the national
Socialist organization.

Two subjects aiong this line will be
the chief grounds for discussion in the
natinnal convention of the Soclalist
pat‘y in May, These will be the man-
ner i which the forelgn Soclalist or-
ganizations are to pay their dues and
the question of lowering the state and
national dues to foreign organizations
80'that they will have more to them-
selves for national agitation among
their own people.

The United States Socialist movement

stands alone in the world In having a
maelstrom of different tongues to con-
tend’ with, Not even those countries
of Europe, like Austria ang Switzer-
land, that include different nationaii-
ties, face the same problem.

Taking the Polish national section of
the Bocialist party as an example, it is
readlly seen that the Soclalist propa-
ganda spreads rapldly among the for-
elgn speaking people of the land when
an organized movement has been
started.

Translators Employed

At the national Soclalist congress,
held In Chicago In May, 1810, provisions
were made for national translators—
secretaries for the foreign speaking peo-
ple ln the Soclalist movement.

This action has already resulted in
the establishment of national trans-
lator secretaries for the South-Siavon-
ians, Bohemians, Finnish, Italian, Pol-
ish and/Scandinavian Soclalists. The
French ang Russtan Socidlists are also
starting a move in this direction.

In 1810, before the office of Polish na-
tional translator secretary was estab-
lished there were only about 700 or 8§00
Polish Socialist dues-paylng members,
while these now number over 2,000, or
more than 100 per ceut galn In a little
over one year.

This does not include the membership
of the national Polish alllanee, with a
membership of over 1,50, which came
into the Socialist party as an organ-
ization last June.

Polish Translator Secretary Hipolit
Gluski also declares that so far as he
knows the Sociallst-Labor party-is only
able to claim one Jone Polish local, this
one existing in Detrolt, Mich. Today
therQ are 118 Polish locals in the So-

Glnlkl is ln favor of having all Pol-
ish locals purchase their dues stamps
direct from the English organizations
In thelr regpective territories.

He s opposed to the national trans-
lator-secrefary handling the . dues
stamps for the forelgn organizations
buying them direct from the national
office of the Sociallst party.

Oonfusion About Dues-Stamps.

The action of the last national eon-

of the Bocialist party seems to
gve been confusing in this matter, so
that some foreign locals are gettink
their dues stamps direct from the vari-
ous state or county English organiza-
tions, while others are getting them
from the national office through the
translator secretaries of thelr respect-
ive organizations.

The eonteation of Former Natiopal
Secretary J, Mahlon Barnes and Acting
National Secretary Johm M. Work
seems to be that the stamps for the
foreign spesking "Socialists should be
bought direct from the national office,
#0 that the national office can maintain
a supervision over the dues stamps
that are sold,

'The position of the state offices and
the ‘national office is usually Atrectly
opposite on this proposition, states like
New York and Illinols claiming that
the foreign speaking locals must get
their stamps direct from them.

Price of Stamps To Be FPixed

The question of the price to be pald
for stamps is also fruitful with dls-
cussion. As the foreign organizations
geot stronger they will clalm that they
are entitled to & greater share of the
25 cents paid by members to -carry on
the national propagaunda for the for-
elgn speaking people.

Religtous books say these
things ever since the art of writing
became Known.

Examples of moral greatness, of pure,
enduring Jove and self-sacrifice are held
before the people for educational pur-
poses.

How Manchus Ruled

They Brought in Cruelty and Darkness

In a country where ‘‘bigness’’ is ad-
mired the strangely thrilling drama
passing in lightning-like acts in the far
orient ought to make every other tale
the cables have to tell seem imsipid
and uninteresting.

Four bundred millions of people go-
ing through the agonies that brought
forth this republic of ninety millions
would seem to be a subject of such
colossal meanings that every other top-
ie would efface itself before such a
stupendous . episode.

Patient Millions Rise

Day by day the word comes from the
mysterious China lapd that the hitherto
patient millions ve miraculously
thrown off the lethargy of supine en-
durance, have takean on the form of
men; above all, have seized the mean-
ing of the nght of a man in himself,
and are working as rmluuly toward
recroating as the patmu of ’76 or the
Italians of Cayour’s epgpee.

History has no other such fale to tell
since man began to record his deeds, for
all other revolutions have beén either
the slow work of time or the conclu-
sion following disaster, invasion and
conquest,

What adds attractiveness to the pres-
ent resurrection of the most ancient of
states is the almost unbelievable handi-
work of one man, for, as hh!ory shows
uninterruptedly, one man in the ngbt,
or at least convinced of the righf, is

moré potential than armies, prisons or

dits of the whole world ought to be
lavished on the masses who have, from
the purgatory of patiemce garnered the
spirit that mikes it possible for them
to comprehend the resclution to act,
the constancy to resolve to rise, con-
front their tormentors and adopt the
forms of self rule that have been found
efficacious Iu this republic during a cen-
tury.

For it 1s now apparent that when the
400,000,000 give out the word ‘Peace!™
the constitution of the United States
will be the charter of the new republic.

Chinese Grafters, Too

What the Western worid has never
understood, nor quite comprehends yet
is how the comparative handful of
“grafters”” known as the Manchu dyn-
asty  could cvercome and then domi-
nate for two centuries a people s0
many times their own numbers,

That Is too long a story for a jour-
nalistic essay. The broad outilnes may
be seen In the corrupt rule of parties
in states and citles. A mere handful,
broken to the arts of the partisan, may
for years rule or misrule a majority,

The 5,000,000 Manchus, when they in.
vaded and subdued the civilized Chi-
nese, were the "supermen™ of their
time.

They bad 'the creed of blood and fron
reduced to Its strictest terms, They
brought among the supine millions, ef-
feminated by centuries of “sweetness
and light,” the bhorrld tokens of the
flercest barbumn practices known to
mnnklnd

T ey at onceé made It compulsory on
the vanquished masses 0 Wear the
“pigtail,” in order that the contrast be-
tween the conquerort and the con-

quered might not de maude perpetunl
throughout the land.

Time and agaln the Manchu blood,
triturated by intermarriage, has geemed
to change the dynasty, but when revo-
lution followed the priviieged mlilions
always found means to rivet the shack-
les anew.

Manchus Barbarian Nomads

/The Manchus were originally a tribe
ot barbarian nomads Jiviug by rapine
and pastoral relapses in the wilds of
what are now Manchuria and Siberia

Wandering to the River Amur, they
came in contact with the shepherd
tribes of the Chlnese, ovgrcame them
and gradually pushed southward,
growing more and more enamored of
the sunny climes, the rich, arable landas,
tht loveliness of the ceiestial Jands.

During ‘a revolution under the Ming
dynasty they managed to conquer each
faction in detall and then swooped
down to hold and rule the land for
themselves. That was In 1644, just
about the time the uprising in Britaln
was threatening to make the lsland a
republic.

But the habifants of the flowery
lands didn't propose to be ruled by the
sayage and loathsoma, hordes of the
wild. Théy rosein mighty masses, but
they “wéres no #stch for the men who
hiad grown up from childhood in the
business of butchery.

To make their conquest secure, the
Manehus thinned out the unduly over-
numbering celestials by systematic
butcheries, representing, according to
the best testimonies, from seven to ten
milllons of people.

Not a letter, much less a newspaper,
was permitted from end to end of a ter-
ritory twice the dimensions of the
United States with Canada thrown In
For disobedience to the “queue’ edict
hundreds of thousands were slaugh-
tered. From end to end of the lavely
land libraries were burned, nothing in)

possession was a crine punlshed by
death.

SBocietles or meetings for any pur-|
pose whatever were prohibited, Tho |
Chinese had almost no intercommuni-
catlon.

The Manchus had discovered that the
only sure way of keeping a people In
bondage is to deny thewn educatjon or
public reunion. Within ten years of
thelr swuarming from the unknown the
Manchus had buried the most culti-

vated race In the worid In the darkness
if not oblivion.—Dunols,
Dally News.

He
could not remember a single sentenco
of Shaw. that had the slightest refer,)
ence to a belief in democracy.

It was certainly not true of sueh
people as Wat Tyler or Martin Luther
or Peter, who were not gentlemen,
but were certainly not eads, It was
also untrue to say that everybody who
was not a democrat was am idolator.

A man might honestly believe that
wo were better governed by one man
or one class of men. A demoerat was
one who believed that the direct action
of men upoen the state was the best
way of goverming.

He had a difficulty in discovering
what Shaw meant by BSoecialism. In
the days when he himself was a So-
cialist he believed that Socislism meant
that the evils of modern society could
ounly be cared by the organ of govern-
ment coming in and coercively elaim-
ing all the property and giving it back
in_wages to the citizens,

What the difforence was between that
and eollectivism he did not know. Shaw
had said he bhelieved in - an exmetly
equal division of wealth to every £:
son, without regard to industry,
acter, or age. He would only deal with
the point of age.

Did Shaw really mean that a new-
born baby should have the same income
as a fully-grown worklng buman be-
iog? (Mr. Shaw: ‘‘Yes.'') Then, if

Definition of Gentleman

For the purpose of debate he still
claimed that the opposite to a gentle-
man was a cad.

It was for the reason that this coun-
try had put the machinery of govern-
ment and the moral education of the
country Iargely into the hands of cads
in that sénse that he wus a Socialist.
‘Chesteron, in his rejoinder, sald that
for exactly the same reason he was not
& Socialist. Why did Shaw spend so
much time attacking the present indus-
trial system? He did not defend it,
but be objected to Bhaw’s system be-
cause it would be so much like the pres-
ent system,

The basls of the present system was
that the great majority of peaple were
dependent upon wages doled out to
them by somebody else; if the money
stopped for a week they were done.
That would .also be the Socialist sys-
tem.

It did not make any difference wheth-
er the man who doled out the money
was the proprietor of a soap works
or the state administrator of the same
soap works.

As to the baby, Shaw's proposals for
detaching the child altogether from the
support of Its parents werc manifestly
agninst everything In human nature.

To the Editor: On the first day of
last January forty-two life insurzuce
compnanies doing business In the state
of New York reported, in the form of
sworn - statements, assets of more than
$2,000,000,000, and n total of {nsurance in
force of more than $12,000,000,000. There
is over sixteen billions of life insurance
in force In the United States today and
it is estimated that in 1920, at the pres-
ent rate of inerease, the figures may
reach $25,000,000,000 (twenty-five billions
of dollars).

Now, I am inclined to think that very
few BSocialists—workers—are the future
helrs to these staggering figures repre-
senting wealth produced by the work-
ers and owned by the shirkers. In this-
process of laying up weaith for future
generations, are we not laying the foun-
dations for an oligarchy, such as the
world has up to this time never dream-
ed? ’

In the year of 1909 the state of Iilf-
ools paid for life insurance premiums,
$30,182,141, of which 323,745,500 was paid
to companies of other states and coun-
tries.

These millions are not.handled for
the benefit of working men and women,
as the average policy runs from $50 to
$5,000,000, in proportion to premium
paying ability, the former representing
a J-cent per week industrial policy and
the Iatter the amount held by one of
our “merchant princes,” the Hon. John
Wanamaker, of Philadelphia, Pa., de-
partment store owner and former post-
master general.
