Revolutionary Socialism--
An Exposition.

‘A Lecture at Academy of Sciences’ Hall,

Socialism, as understood and enunciat-
ed by the Socialist party of the United
States, and as interpreted by the Social-
ist party throughout -the world, contem-
plates nothing less than the complete rev-
olution and overthrow of the present cap-
italist systems of government, and a com-
plete revolution of the present capitalist
methods of industrial production and dis-
tribution of wealth.

It does not. follow that revolution must
be brought about by force. of arms, blood-
shed or any act of violence.

Revolution means an entire change in
the constitution of the government and of

real internal seat of the malady.

Socialism perceives clearly the cause of
the wretchedness and poverty which is the
lot of those who work and produce the
wealth of the world, while others, who
do not toil, live in luxury and idleness.

Socialism analyses the causes of the
great inequality of conditions thaf exist
among the men, women and children in
this ‘country, and in all other countries
where the capitalist method of production
exists.

It discovers the falsehoods of capital-
istic political economy and the misconcep-
tions of the bourgeois historian. It points
out that all the institutions of society and
government have an economic foundation,
and that the true conception of history lies
in the understanding of these materialistic
conditions.

As is truly said in the opening para-
graph of the' Communist manifesto:
“The history of all hitherto existing so-
ciety is the history of class struggles. Free-
man and slave, patrician and plebian,
lord and serf, guild master and journey-
Tan—in a word, oppressor and oppressed
—stood in constant opposition to one an-
other, carried on an uninterrupted, now
hidden,, now open fight, that each time
ended either in revolutionary reconstitu-
tion of ociety at large or in the common
ruin of the contending classes.”

Socialists perceive that present society
is divided into two hostile classes—the
working or producing class and the capit-
alist class. This division of sogiety into
antagonistic classes is the natural, inevit-
able and direct result of the private own-
ership of all of the means of the produe-

tion and distribution of wealth by one
class of individuals termed capitalists and
the dependence of the other class of indi-
viduals, the actual workers, upon access
to and, the use of these means of produc-
tion and distribution in order to create
the commodities necei to sustain their
lives and support their families.

This private ownership of the means
of production enables the capitalists so
owning them to take as their own and to
absolutely control the entire product and
all the commodities made; through the use
of these means of production, by the wrok-
ers and actual producers. This total
duct—these commodities so prodne’edwl:;
the workers, but owned and controlled by
the capitalists—is+sold by the capitali
for money and out of the sum' so xes
the workers are paid by such: capital
a wage barely sufficient to 247

so that they may raise children, who in

turn shall become workers for the capit- -

alist class and keep the labor market weil
supplied. - 5

The lion’s share, estimated at three-*
quarters of the sum realized from the'sale
of the commodities made by the workers,
goes to the capitalists, a part of which is
used to renew and replace these means
of production, and the rest is profits which
add to and increase the capitalists’ capital
and more strongly entrench them in their
superior powerful position as masters.

The wage-workers are, therefore, by
this system of production, made absolutely
and entirely dependent upon the capital-
ist owners of the means or' machinery of
production for a chance to work and earn'
a deanty livelihood, which is aléo made'
most uncertain and' precarious by eum¥e-
tition between the workers themselves for
employment by or an opportuni
ther capalit masters,

The ownership of merely so-called pub-

lic utilities by the government, the most
radical suppression of trusts, the restora-
tion of unrestricted competition in bus-
iness—none of these, nor any of the re-
forms advocated hy political - reformers
will abolish or in any way prevent this his-
torical and ever-present class-struggle.
The political action of so-called labor
parties, though they are supported by
many honest and conscientious working
men, Bo*long as such parties are in favor
of sustaining the present system of capit-
alist production, and so long as they nom-
inate even workingmen—however sin-
cere and honest—who yet are ignorant of
the true principles of Socialism, and in
favor of upholding the present. system of
capitalist government—can never abolish
the class struggle, though perhaps such
labor parties may intensify it, and perhaps
cause greater solidarity in the ranks of the
working mien.
.~ The trades unions are but a striking ex-
emplification of the testimony to the ex-
istence of this class struggle, and the em-
ployers’ associations corroborate and em-
phasize the fact. The class-struggle is
here; it is in every country and place
whgpre the capitalist system exists. It can

(1) The S thte' Comquigtge :\as I?fdt;o
protest against the repeated failure of the
editor of the Advance to publish the min-
utes, reports, ete., of the State Committee,
notwithstanding that the reports, etc.,have
always been given in good time for publi-
cation.. When chided for this, the editor,
C. H. King, Jr., declared that reports
" would go in or not just as he chose. That
he realg usurps such license is proved by
his uent omission to publish official
news on the pretense that it is crowded
out. (2.) But it has been observed that
the paper is never so crowded that the ed-
_itor cannot find space in the first column
of thé front page to explain that he is a
“prime_favorite with San Francisco au-
diences” or that he delivered a stirring
and telling SY@“’-‘» ete.

How completely Mr. King regards the
Advance as his personal organ is shown
not merely by the denial of the privilege
of its columns to others, but by frequent
personal attacks and misleading state-
ments.

In this week’s issue he publishes an ar-
ticle full of bitter personal abuse, and also
replete with falsehood, told deliberately
for the purpose of misleading the miem-
bers.

(3.) He states that Bersford and other
members of the State Committee oppose
trades unions, whereas the fact is that
Bersford personally organized three un-
ions. ; ! '

(4.) ' King implies that the State Com-
mittee had printing done by non-union
houses, whereas not a line of printing

. has been done for the committee by non-
union people.

(5.) He states that but for C. H. King,
Sr., our State petition would have been
rejected, whereas the fact is that it was
King, Sr., that was the cause of the peti-
tion being first rejected; he drew it up
and worded it wrongly. - He charged the
State Committee $20 for his advice (of
which we have paid him $15), and he ad-
vised us wrongly. ;

(6.) King, Jr., states that the petition
was accepted without any change being

. made, whereas a whole section pertaining
to Senators and Assemblymen had to be
stricken out and a complete division of the
petition had to be mde, (7) and it was
only by the Secretary making these

changes that the petition was finally ac-
cepted.
In 1898 the present Secretary got the
party’s State petition accepted without the
aid of Mr. King-or any other lawyer.
These are only a few samples of the
numerous false statements of Mr. King,
and we beg to suggest to members that
when they read Mr. King’s scurrilous ar-
ticles, it would be well to remember that
he does not seem over particular in the
matter of truth, especially when he has
some object in view. | i
(8.)

This was attended to
by Comrade Mary Fairbrother, who. can
in no way be accused of unfairness or in-
tentional supnression of the minutes, The
second omission was in the issue of July
19th, when the linotype machine broke
down, and made it impossible to have moce
than a note set up as to the minutes.

. But it is not every wage-worker who is

corporation directors, officers and clerks
are often and gencrally propertyless wage-
workers, but they are not the proletariat
who will lead in the struggle of emanci-
pation.. Nor is it confined to those alone
who labor with their hands.

Marx and Engels have well said in the
communist manifesto: “The lower. strata
of the middle class—the small trades peo-
ple, shopkeepers and retired tradesmen
generally, the handicraftsmen and peas-
ants—all these sink gradually into the
proletariat, partly because their diminua-
tive capital does not suffice for the scale
on which modern industry is carried on,
and is swamped in competition with the
large capitalists, partly because their spe-
cialized skill is rendered worthless by new
methods of production. Thus. the pro-
letariat is recruited from all classes of the
population. .

“Further we have already seen entire

sections of the ruling classes are, by the
advance of industry, precipitated into the
proletariat, or at least threatened in their
conditions of existence. These also supply
the proletariat with fresh elements of en-
lightenment and progress.
“Finally, in times when the class strug-
gle nears the decisive hour, the process of
dissolution going on within the ruling
class, in fact within the whole range of
old society, assumes such a violent, glar-
ing character, that a small section of the
ruling class cuts itself adrift and joins the
revolutionary class, the class that holde the
future in its hands.. Just as, therefore,
at an earlier period, a section of the no-
bility went over to the bourgeoisie, so now
a portion of the bourgeoisie goes over to
the proletariat, and in particular a por-
tion of the bourgeoisie ideologists, who
have raised themselves to the level of com-
prehending. theoretically the historical
movement as a whole.” '

'The manifesto also contains this warn-
ing, which we should also bear in mind:
“The ‘dangerous class,” the social scum,
that passively rotting class thrown off by
the lowest layers of old society, may here
and there be swept into the movement by
a proletarian revolution; its conditions
of life, however, prepare it far more for
the:part of a bribed tool of reactionary
intrigue’ ' - .

There is perhaps much danger from
'such'a dangerous ¢lass—the social scum—
danger from their treachery; and not less
g0 from their intense ignorance, which
produces bigotry, intolerance, distrust and

minister, ‘

1and Lassalle, lawyer and orator,
and Frederick Engels, son of 2 manufact-
urer, and himself a professional man, and
to-day Paul Singer, the millionaire manu-
facturer, is one of the Socialist leaders
in the Reichstag; George Von Vollmar,
the Socialist leader in' Bavaria and the
close friend of Liebknecht and Bebel;

In
England we find Henry M. Hyndman,
the scholarly graduate of Trinity college,
and there have been numerous other pro-
fessional men there, such as Belfort Bax,
lawyer, and William Morris, poet and ar-
tist; and in America Job Harriman and
Morris Hilquit, lawyers; Herron, Brown,
J. Stitt Wilson, Walter Thomas Mills,
ministers; Fathers MeGrady and Hag-
gerty, priests, and Daniel DeLeon, A. M.
Simons and E. Unterman, professors,
and our N. A. Richardson in California—
scores of others could be named.

But for all this T concede and earnestly
maintain that the Socialist movement
must be conducted in -the sole interest of
the working class, and must depend for its
successful accomplishment upon the work-
ing class, but it will also look through all
clagses for support, and will gladly avail
itself of the trained intellects of its pro-
fessional men and educated scholars. It
will use the brains of this last class as
readily as it will use the bright minds and
earnest eloquence of its working class sup-
porters.

Revolutionary Socialism will use all of
its best material, from whatever rank of
society it may come. It is not every wage-
worker who is a producer of wealth, some
are as truly parasites upon the social body
as are the capitalists themselves.” Coach-
men, waiters, valets, body servants . and
personal attendants of the wealthy capit-
alists perform no services to society. They
fike the lawyers, are also parasites upon the
capitalist parasite, and since both depend
