of a letter received from Madison 
County by the National Association 
for the Advancement of Colored Peo­
ple. The Negro writer says:

“This cornea to inform you of some 
of the suffering of the colored people 
of Mad»on County, Fla., and vicin-j 
ity. For years Neal Harvey (col­
ored) worispd for Clifford McCall 
(whitd) and through some disagree­
ment between Neal Harvey and the 
white woman, Mrs. McCall, he quit 
the job. ‘ His reason was that she 
wanted to increase his work without 
increasing his pay. The day follow­
ing, Monday, two or three weeks 
ago, he went, fishing, caught a few 
less than nine inches long. Their 
law being nine inches long, he was 
arrested, tried and convicted and sen­
tenced without a fine to a road camp 
on Tuesday, and not being able to 
give satisfaction to the boss man, 
he knocked him down with his pistol 
arid in a few minutes he was dead."

Continuing, the-letter tells of an­
other murder. A Mrs. Wiggins (col­
ored) mother of nine children, was 
murdered by the roadside by some 
enemies of her husband. The hus­
band was in jail—had been there four 
months—after sprinkling some bird 
shot into a member of a mob that 
intAded to give him a whipping over 
some dispute. The National Associa­
tion put these eases before the Gov­
ernor of Florida and are awaiting 
action.

Polish Jews Only Got 
6(Kc of Money Raised 

. In the United States'
, Denying that he had used tHb word 
‘•stolen’’ in connection with the sub­
ject, Max D. Steuer yesterday tr­
ite rated his charges that only 60 per 
cent of the money raised in the 
United States fo.r relief work among 
the Jews of Poland reached its proper 
destination up to two years ago.

“The exchanges were so manipu­
lated on the other side that at least 
40 per cent of the money was con­
sumed before a single dollar was 
distributed to any person for w’hom it 
was intended," he declared.

Steuer explained that Dr. Greene- 
baum of the Polish Parliament told 

.Turn that even tb* money reaching 
Poland “was not used according to 
the best and most approved methods, 
but that it was used to give relief 
that was' entirely temporary in its 
nature.’’

Replying to Louis Marshall of the 
fund’s distributing committee, who 
rritieixed him for making the 
charges, Steuer said he had no apol­
ogy to make to anyone.

terly the ruling of lower courts 
which, its attorneys assert virtually 
prohibits agents from persuading 
non-union miners of West Virginia to 
join the union.

"There can be no doubt of the 
right of the defendants to usv> all 
lawful propaganda to increase their 
membership.
