racial segregation and discrimination is wiped from ·the face of the ~i:.l"th. 11

'.e recommendations of these groups 'will be published later. 

The following resolutions were adopted by the Seminar: 
( 1) We propose that an organization be formed composed of one member from each 

collegA represented (one junior, one senior and one graduate student where possible) 
·co 0001:dinate actions of all Ohio-area schools and to be a center for the collection 
~nd dh:persal of infor.nation a.bout the Ohio area. One of the functions of the group 
el1ould be publication of a newsletter containing information about Ohio crunpuses, 
ini'or;nation from Southern schools, and infornation from the Student Non-violent 
Coordinating Committee. 

( 2) The Seminar recog,nizes and deplores the fact that many citizens in the 
South are denied their constitutional right to vote. We, therefore, support ?.~?_­
partisan Election Dey· demonstrations and other methods designed to gain for all 
}Jnericax1 citizens the ability to effectively exerc_ise their voting rights. 

( Z,) ·1fo propose that copies of all resolutions and pertinent information be ser.t 
to regional and national organizations interested in these problems, and that we urge 
1, ese organizations -t;o further distribute this information. It is proposed. that 8f3,0h 

.i,1erson here write to the Student Non-violent Coordinating Committee and pledge his 
upport. Separate college groups and organizations should ask to be put on tho 

mai ing list. 

( ~-) 1i e move that this body go on public record as wholeheartedly supporting 
-c:1e raethod and philosophy of non-violent direct action. We recognize the moral 
z~gnificance of the individual's right to peaceably assemble and protest th~ denial 
of rights to any human being.
