NSA CONGRESS GOES
MODERATE": A TREND?

Liberal forces at the 1&th Nationsl Stue
dent Congress found themselves in a dis=
tinet minority for the fivst time in many
years, and were anable to alter signifi-
cantly the N3C's overridingly moderate
tone, Several important trends, manifest
at this Congress, are likely to slter sub-
stantially both the character of the Asso-
clation and its relationship to the stu-
dent movement,

On the surface, the Congress was very much
like previous Congresses, In the major
legislative battle (over civil liberties),
the Liberal Caucus position carried the
?i{e Most of the legislation reflected a
ral position; in partd cular, the Con-
gress opposed civil defense for the firet
time, adopted an anti-Diem position, sup= |
ported much stronger civil rights legise
lation than the Administration's, and
called on studenta to consider economic
issues! connection with civil rights,

Yet all the irportant issues found the
left opposing the established H3A posi=-
tion; thus, the civil liberties debate
saw I'SA President Dennis Shaul and HSA
heademic Freedom Project Director lleal

ERAP

Initiated by a (5000 grant from ¢he Unite
ed Auto Workers, and with good prospects
for further union financing, the 508 Ecow
nomic Research and Action Project (ERAP),
has been established in order o empha-
size economic issues on campuses and in
comnunities. EHAP is & response to the
increasing erisis in the U.S. economy,
the lack of information about this cris=
sis, and the growing awareness of the
civil rights movement and of pezce ade
vacates that economic issues mist be
brought into clearer foeus and attacked
more directly if their particular prob-
lems are to be deslt with sucecessfully,

A reading of the ILiberal Study Group pa=
pers supgested below would give the read-
er a good idea of the basic problems fac-
ing the American economy. For years un-
employment kas hovered around 6f--though
Seeretary of Labor Wirtz has adnitted that
real unemployment is over 10%. Tr.a hard
core of long-term (a year or more) unem-
ployed has been growing with each "reces-~
sion": one of the worst effects of auto-
mation is to put out of work, often per-
manently, the unsikilled and semi-ukilled,
who are least likely, because of lLack of
education or minority group status or
Just general background and lack of ine
centive, to be able to find jobe in an
economy increasingly locoking for askilled
personnel,

Automation also means that income tends
more and more to gravitate to the already
well-paid, whose propensity to invest
(rather than spend) their marginal income
is much higher than that of lower-incame
people; thus, fewer goods are bocght and
jobs fail to reappear. Meanwhile, glant
corporations exercise inordinate and un-
checked political (as well as economic)
influence. And the Kennedy Adminlsbraw

510 E. William, Ann Arbor, Mich., Al will
be in charge of preparing a "handbook for
activists" on economic issues, the nevs-
letter, and any other papers or pamphlets
which are needed, as well as serving as
liaison with labor unions,

The question of the relationship of racdi-
cal activists to the labor movement is
cne with which the Project should dezal in
some depth. The traditiomnal feeling to=
ward labor on the part of most studentge=
and much of the American people-=is one
vhich has been nurbured careiully by the
mass media: that there is 1little differ-
ence between "Big Labor" and Big Business.
The Project will emphasize the positive
aspects of the labor movement: Jlabor is
the most liberal "mainstream instituticon™
in this society; and there are a good n
number of unionists in internatioral, na=-
timal, and local unions who are sympas
thetie tu and active in 1iberal and radi=
cal causes, a&s has been seen in discuse
sions akout EEAP over the past moenth, It
is clear that there is a substantisl po=-
litical difference between much of "BHig
Labor" ard Big Business, and that the
former are potential, and in some cases
real, allies. This is not meant to ob-
scure the failings and inadequacies of
laber unions; it is a plea for fraternal
ceriticism of labor.

A second, much less defined part of the
Project has Joe Chabot, formerly chairman
of VOICE Political Party at U of lHchigan,
exploring the possibilityof organising un-
employed white youth in Chicago. Over

the year the ERAF newsletter shoudd con-
tain progress reports and impressions from
Joe about his work in tiis virtually un-
explored area, A third and very important
position, that of Field Secretary of the
Project, inwvolving touring campuses spe-
cifically to emphasize economic issues,
has yet to be filled,

(Editor's note: The following reports are
of neeessity fragmentary, partly because
the school year just began and partly bee
cause there wasn't enough time to obtain
full written reports, The news is mostly
derived from letters written to the Na-
tional Office by local people., Look for
more activity and more reports in the fu-
ture.)

Response to the vicious and shameful Birw
mingham bombing of Sept. 15 was spontane-
ous, and mich undoubtedly remains unre-
ported thusfar, At the U, of Illinois,
during the week following the bonbing,
daily meetings were held at noon for 15
minutes., Among the programs were a si=~
lent vigil, speeches from local religious
leaders, and a picket of the local FBI
office. At the U, of Michigan, L0O ate
tended a demonstration an ard leaders
of SD5, CORE, and NAACP speak; ih addie
tion, ninety telegrams were sent to Ate
torney-General Robert Kennedy. At the

U, of Wisconsin, 120 participated in a
Silent vigil and passed out 3000 leaf=
lets, General reaction in a border-state
city to leafleting by U, of Louisville
SDSers was scarcely e 8 , but a
local church was convinced into holding a
memorial service for the six children,

From Alan Ehrlieh: During the sumer
VOICE Political Party (U. of Michigan)
continued its active support of the lo=
cal and national eivil rights movements.

Protesting the long delay of lMayor Cecil

Creal and the Ann Arbor City Council in
paszing tentatively what we, along with
Friends of SHCC, CORE, MAACP, and the
Democratic Party, feel is a weak and in-
effective ordinance, VOICE joined the Ann
Arbor Fair Housing Association and CORE
in weeltly Monday evening picketing of
City Hall., In addition, VOICE co-spon-
gsored with Priends of SIHCC the August 26
pre~ifarch Freedom Rally at City Hall
where John Lewls, National Chairman of
SiCC, spoke., Finally, VOICE has been
working closely with the International
Student Co-operative Union-National Stu-
dent Agsociation's attempt to establish a
Student Co-operative Bockstore at UM. It
is hoped that the Bookstore will open by
the Spring semester.

At Vassar C, a civil rights effort not
part of the SDS program but with SDS meme
bers active in it got off to a fast start
with a meeting on the second day of school
attended by 70 people....s.The Hunter
(Bronx) chapter is involved in @ tutorial
programat the Forest Neighborhood House
in the southern part of the BronX..sess
The Swarthmore chapter, active last year
in the Wegro ghetto of nearby Chester, FPa,
and some of whise members worked in Cam-
bridge, 11d., over the summer, is again
involved in direct action in Chester:
about 50 plcketed there recently, along
with local civil rights forces. A first
organizational meeting on campus drew 125
students, ineluding 75 freshmen,

HELP SNCC

Last year at election time, SDS and Came
pus Americans for Democratic Action groups
conductaed voluntary poll tax collections
in a mumber of cities across the country
for the benefit of SNHCC. This involved
pointing out to woters (as close to the
polling booths as possible) that in the
South many Negroes do not have the same
right to vote that they have just exer-
cised, and asking thet they pay a volune
tary "poll tax" of $1 or more in order
to help Southern liegroes obtain the
rights of citizenship, SHNCC has asked
again that SDS chapters--and anyone else
==again conduct such campaigns. A word

VOICE RETREAT SUCCESSFUL

On the weekend of September 12-15, VOUICE
Pplitical Party, the U of Ifichigan SN3
chapter, held a wee'qupd Retrect at the
University's Fresii Air Camp atteaded by
abont 75 people. Fresent were freshmen
and grad students, long time VOICE/SDS
membars and newcomers to politics. The
Retreat was planned with an eye toward
informality and centered arpund the in-
formal interaction of a group of people
vwho had enough to talk about without
needing 2 strict agenda,

There were a number of reasons for plan—
ning such an event. It provided VOICE
with an informsl channel thwough which
nev people cpuld grient themselves to the
group without going through the of'ten un-
rewarding experience of attending an or-
ganizational meeting and not guite under-
standing what was. going on, Al the Re-
treat, new peonle werve able to mix with
older menbers and come to understand
VOICE in a pleasant, unstructured situa-
tion. Also, VOICE, which has had trouble
integrating enougn of ils members into
its ongoing program, had an epnorturity
to involve many peonle in informal dise
cussions of program ideas, rether than

having leadership come to an initial meet=

ing with already formulated program. Fi-
nally, it was hoped that through the Re=
treat more people in Ann Arbor woulé grow
to feel a greater identiflication with SDS
as a parent orgenization, and would think
of VOICE's programing in terms of SDS
national programminge

The faw structured features of the Re~
treat were quite guccessful, The more
informal ones described above are harder
to evaluate: only the smoothness of funce
tioning and breadth of participation over
the year will decide this,

The full success of the Retreat can only
be assessed in the long run: only after
cne can see if the organtzalion is in
fact functioning more smaatily and with
more participablion. The frults of such an
activity ars intangibles which can show
up only over time in an improved atmos-
phere vithin the organisntion, one which
better expresses the basic SDS valuoe of
democratic participation at every level.
In anr case, sach an pctivity may be an
aid to obther £DS chapters sediing a more
cohesive and efficient group, A copy of
the RHetreat apernxla may be obtained from:

UNIVERSITY REFORM

The SDS chapter at the U, of Rhode Island
(URI) will conduct a national University
Reform Program during the coming year,
The URP will include (1) the compilation
of a prospectus on the theoretical as-
pects of University Heform and case stud-
ies dn this area; (2) a pamphlet to be
entitled "Towards an Effective University
Reform Program on Campus", which will ap-
proach the program from a practical view-
point; and (3) a University Neform Sere
vice, which will provide outlines, speak=-
ers, and other materials on University Re=
form geared to particular campus situa-
tions.

The goal of University Reform on a campus
should be to combat student apatlhy and
administrative paternalism, and to en=
large greatly the area in which students
take responsibility and exercise power.
Confidence in students' ability to accept
a role involving power and responsibility
is, therefore, the basis of such a pro=
gram. Since the function of the univer-
gity should be to provide a complete ed-
ucation, it is essential that this fune-
tion include democratic partiecipation in
university decision-making and the devel=-
ooment of individual capabilities, A=
the basis »f an academic education, the
University should provide rather than
mandate the sources of student values.

As an institution in socliety, the Univerw
gity should encourare participation in
the total communit+ and should operate in
an atmosphere free from restriction, If
education is to be a complete and valuae
ble process, then the instruments of ed=
ucation must be allowed an atmosphere of
open dialogue and cross-fertiliszation of
ideas,

Students at UAL have been actively en=
gaged in a University Relorm program
since 1961, At that time, students who

! of the group has been the liberaligation
of women's repulations, After surveying
other campuses and. camparing the findings
with exdsting URI repulations, a petition
wae dravm up and ecirculated. The peti-
tion was signed by more than half of the
women students, published in the student
newspaper, and then presented to the ap-
propriate legislative body. Vhile not
all the students' demands were met,

many social regulations were changed and
administrative personnel, =ith the excep-
tion of the Dean of VWomen, were removed
from the legislative process.

In conjunction with SG, the members of the
group surveyed the parents of vomen stue
dents, The findings indicated that the
University's arguments for in loco paren-
tis were not reflected in parental fee

| Ings.

| Other accomplishments include an Academiec
Preedom statement by Faculty Senate, the
ereation of a political atmosphere on
campug (when the group started, there
were no political organizations on cam-
pug; now there are eix), the existence of
a healthy dialogue and rapport between
students and administration, and greater
role for students in determining their
activities, both curricular and extrae-
curricular. Yhile not all of these are
the direct result of a specific program,
all are an outgrowth of student activity
to make the role of the student in his

This is what the
U.S. taxpayer is supporting with kis
MONEY,

The American people muat also come to
realize that Viet Nam is no isolated
phenomenon, but that the Kennedy Adnine
istration is preparing for many nore
Viet lNams by 4ts strategy of Yeounter-
insurgency". (The U.5. kas, in every
country which will accept thenm, military
aid missions for training native troops
in tl= same kind of rsasures belng used
in South Viet Jam today.] Tiis means
neither peace nor freedom, tut only death
and the raveging of countryside aflfer
countryside.
