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At least 100 Mexican students,
arrested In massive demonstrations
during the summer and fall in
Mexico Clty, have gone on & hamger
strile at Lecumberrl Prizson. Ths
strike was callsd as & response
to the arrests of thousands who
demonstrated their support for the
stdents on Dec, 13,

The Dei¢. 13 demonstration started
at the University of Mexico campus
south of Mexico City and weas
Intended to end at El Caseo de
Santo Tomas after completing an
gight-mile route through heavily
populated districts of the city.

Early on Dec, 12, thousands of
granaderos  (heavily-armed riot
police) closed off the avenoes
leading to the wmlversity. The
National Struggle Cownell (formerly
the National Strike Council) led the
march of 25,000 students. As they
began to move out from the campus
the infamous Genernl Harnendog
Toledo, who directed the Ocl. 2
massacre at Tlateloleo, advanced
his troops toward the march.

The students dispersed and broke
into groups of 1,000 to 1,500 and
began to o stage spontanecus
demonstrations alomg the entire
length of the Avenida Insurgentes.
About 3,000 students werearrested.

Striking prisoners in Lecumberri
Prison havae called for support
actions on the part of students
throughout the world.

NC passes youth movement proposal

Despite heavy foctionallsm and
heavy  ldeological werblage, the
Decamber educational conference and
Wational Councll mesting marked SD5's
move to a class Bnalyeis of socisty.
Speakers during the flve days of
workshops and plenaries outlined the
necessity of building a class-conscious
revolutionary movement in the United
States, though they disagreed sharply
on the methods for bullding that
movement.

The heaviest debate centered on a
proposal, “Toward a Revolutionary
Youth Movement,” submitted by SDS
National - Secretary Mike HKlonsky. The
proposal calls for SDS (o expand its
base from that of merely a student
movement, by reaching oui to young
people, especlally working-class youth.
Specific  Implementation ealls  for
organizing in community and jundor
colleges, hlgh schools and trade schools,
insida the Army, In the shops, and in
the streets among wnemployed young
people. A program was also laid out
for bullding a more class-congcious
movement on campus by atacking the
university as an instrument of class
and racial oppression. The resolution
passed, and Is printed in this Issue of
NLN,

The NC dafeated two proposals for
actions in Washington, D,C,, around
Nixon's Inouguration, and passed
resolutions on  raciem, women's
Ilberation, and the military occupation
8t Wilmington, Delaware.

Biggest Yet

More than 1200 persons attended the
mestings, hald ot the University of
Michigan, Ann Arbor: The three-day
educational conference opened with a

parel on the strike st San Franciseo
State College, followed that night by
a panel discussing raclism. Speakers
from SF Stale continually stressed that
their atrlke was based on the polltics
of the worker-student alliance, as put
forward by the SLAP proposal st the
1ast fow NCu.

Saturday morning, a panel comiposed
of Allen Glibert, Bernardine Dohrn,
Mark Rudd, Jared Israel, and Howle
Machtinger, discussed imperialism and
the campus movemant. Workshops that
afternoon discussed the fdeas brought
up by the panel; that night, the
conference heard Edward Booratein,
who worked as an economic adviser
to Che in Cuba in the early 1060"s,
discuse Cuba and US. imperialism In
Latin America. The following day was
taken wp with a panel (Fred Gordon,
Steve Halliwell, Mike Klonsky, Jeff
Gordon) and workshops discussing
directions for the movement.

Good, Bad, Heawy

When it was poou, it was very very
good., When it was bad, it was awful,
The level of serlous political debate
was, At times, excellent: people would
speak concretely about their
experiences, relating them directly to
& proposal and to Lenin, Mary, and Mao
at once. In workshops especially, people
from around the country discussed what
they had boeen doing, organizing on and
off campus; and thelr thoughi= about
new directions for SDS,

One frequent point of contentlon was
the primary contradiction facing
capltalism today. Progressive Laborand
its many supparters at the NC insisted
that this primary cootradiction was
between the rullng class and the working
class, betwesn the bosses and the
workers. Others argued thai | the

primary contradiction was between US
imperiallsm and the colonized nations
of the world, This comtradiction was
a class struggle, granted, but the
struggle was not best understood in
terms of ruling class vs, working class,
For Instance, as Mike Klonsky argued,
the struggle of black people in the
United States was the most militant
struggie going on ln thiz country now;
to view that struggle simply as the
most exploited and oppressed segment
of the working class fighting against
the ruling class is to miss the point,
Klonsky argued. Most Importantly, we
must recognize that roclsm is not
simply & deviee used by the rullng class
to split white from black workers. White
workers do oppress black workers, by
restrictions on entering the skilled
trades, for example. Ii is more correet
to think In terms of & hlack colony in
America, Involved In a national
liberation struggle.

Similar semantic differences covered
up ldeologieal differences on the

diseuselon of the women's |ibarstion
resolution, The makers of the resolution
insisted that “male supremacy® was
more accurate a deseription than “male
chauvinism®, since men concretely do
oppress women, Opponents of the
resolution argued that male chauvinism
was an attitnde used by the bosses
to split men from women Wworkers,
to galn extra profitby super-exploitation
of women workers.

Inauguration Action Fails

Two proposals were presented for
actions in Washington, D.C. at Nixon's
inaugurstion; both were defested. The
first called for setting up movement
centers around Washington for the two
days preceding the inauguration, while
the Mobilization Is holding educational
conferences. A socond proposal called
for demonstrotions spacifically at the
International Pollce Institute and the
South Vietnamese émbassy., SDS people

comihg to Washington could participate
in the Mobilization®s counter-Inaugural
parade Sunday; most persons, howsver,
would probably boyeott the Mobe's
pctivities and oconcentrate on some
action Monday. The actions would argue
that 'the negotiations are & frauwd, that
Nixom will be as umable to solve
the problems facing American capltalism
as any other momber of the rullng class,
that we actively supported the NLF,

Mark Rudd, one of the makers of
the proposal, argued that we shouldn®t
leave demonsirations in Washington to
the Mobilization; It is Important to make
a strong, militant presence felf, he
declared. (Other speakers sald that an
SDE  demonstration would be an
important act of support and solldarity
with the Vietnamese.

Opposition to the proposal centered
arpund two points: that the Mobilization

Committes should be smashed and SDS
should have nothing to do with It, even
to the extent of calling for a
demanstration at the same (ime as the
Moblllzation leadership. Second, a
black caucus statement argued against
the motion; you white people are coming
to & blaek oity for a demonstration
without consulting the black residents
of that city beforehand, the statement
argued. You'll be golng home, but the
repression  brought asbout by your
avelons will effect the black commimnity.
Speakers argued that for us to continus
with plans ‘for the Washington
demonstrations would be racist. After
both proposals were defested, thouogh,
the black caucus statement was also
voied down as & position of the body
at large.

The Work-In Pamphlet

Ag Its Mnal major plece of business,
the NC mandated the National Office
to print the Work-In pamphlet with a
prefatory note stating that the polities

expressed in the pamphlet were those of
ong significant tendency within SDE,
Defeated was a motion by Fred Gordon
and John Pemnington, which called for:
printing 15,000 copies of tha Work-In
pamphlet immedistely; an end to
alleged political suppression in New
Laft Notes of worker-stodent alliance
politics; printing of a pamphlet by
Fred Gordon, the first draft of which
was mimeographed and distributed at
the NC; and printing articles critical
of Coba in NLN., On one hand, people
argupd that the Work-In pamphlet was
an important piece of literature and
would be valuable for internal education;
others found the polities of the pamphlet
roeformist and economist, After Gordon's
motion was defeated, backers of his
motion demanded, and got, 2 roll eall
vote, which reaffirmed its defoal,

Miscel laneous O ther Stuff

The NC approved giving the
membership list on an exchange basis
to the Radical Education Projeet and

to Leviathan, a new magmzine. Tha NO
will use BEP's list for fund-raising.

The NC appraved, almost unanimously,
a resolution stating "That, In view of
the dissalution of the N.Y. SDS Labor
Committee® by the New York Hegional
Assembly, the National Councl] prohibit
the Labor Commiftes from calling itself
SD5," The Labor Committee had passed
out literature in New York supporting
the racist teachers® strike, although the
position of the NY Reglonal was clearly
In opposition fo the strike. Members
of the Labor Commiftee argued, though,
that they would refuse to recognize
thelr excluslon and would contimue to
eall themselves SIS, Tim MeCarthy,
chairing the meeting, sald "You all
know that there's only one way that
you'll stop the Labor Committes. If
you're really concerned, you'll do it.*

The NC also refused to recognize
as n new chapter the Radical Cancus
of Ann Arbor SDS, which had walked
out of the existing chapter several
months age and then sought recopnition
on its own.

1 would have snjoyved being with you
but, unfortunately, other commitments
continue to be overly demanding, and
I must remain where | am. Greetings
from the bottom of the swamp!

Since [ wrote you all at the tme of
the Inst Nationnl Conventlon, a number
of things have happened —almost a month
in Cook Cownty Jall in Chicago, four
and a hilf monthe In a prison eamp

two months In the Alameda County Jall

awaiting trial on & cotspiricy change.
This case Involves seven of us
(referred to as the Oaklund Seven) who
took part In the Stop the Draft Weelk
that took place at the Oakland Induction
Center in October 1967. We have been
charged with conspliracy to disturb the
peace and econspiracy to ohstriet police
officers In the performance of thelr
duty. We are scheduled to go on trial
on Jammrey 13. The case s a rcather
significant one both locally and
nationally because of its potential impact
on the movement's ability to ose
legitimate means to reach pecple. The
sitontion In a number of ways = more
important than the "Spock™ case, slhce
it deals with an aitempt to get at
“organizers®™ of a demonstration and
punish them for the existence of the
demonstration. To allow the State to
do this would be to run the risk of
elther having to give up milltant
demonstrations or having larger and
larger numbers of people involved in
court acton similar to mine. All of
this leads up to the need for as much
active, vocal support as possible. We
have some of the best legal help
available and a large number of people
in the Bay Area supporting the ctise,

Committee to Inquire

of Inquiry® on the case which will begin
January 13, The committes will conduct
a public sxamination of the domestic
aspects of Imperiallsm, focusing on the
Oaldand Seven and the anti-draft
agitation. 1t will ba an sttempt to trace
the manifestations of Imperialism o
thelr sources, develop an overall view
of the nature of the present police state,
how and why It works, what can be
done about 1t, ot ceterd. What's needed
are publle activities in support of the
defendants, a possibility being for you
to set up local commitises of Inquiry
at the same™time s the one og here
and with the same focus to bring the
case oul as much as possible Into the
public eve, and, of course, money.

Bad Scens

The foremost (hing that comes to
mind is that jail is a bummer!! | have
seen @ couple of articles in papers
written by dudes who have done Lime
saying that dolng tme Isn™ really too
bad, thut the food is better than college
food, etc., which have really plssed
a bunch of us off. For people to say that
is irresponsible; both penitentiary and
jall time is a wvery bad scene which,
1 belleve, should be avolded i at all
possible. This doesn't mean not doing
things that coold mean jall time, but
it meanz trying to do them without
getting eaught. It also means that when
we g0 to jall It Is because of
a commitment to bulld & revolutionary
movement, and not just to make our
“personal sactifice® for the cause and
then continse a straight middie-class
lifa. This kind of understanding has
been an important tool In the struggle
to turn the jall sentence into somsthing
more than dead time. What, then, has
the. time so far been, if not dead time?

Personally, because of the controlled
nature of the swvironment, It has given
me & chance 0 get & much better
understanding of what I'm sbout, how
1 fit Imtn my physleal and soeial
life=flux, what capabilities and limits
I have, ete. This has produced both
a much firmer commitment to and a
better understanding of the bullding of
a movement to make a revolutionary
soclety, Far from being mellowed by
this experience, 1 have become more
intent wpon doing whai must be done
to liberate ourselves and our brothers
and smisters. What the time has done
is to sear away the fatty elements of
bourgeals sentamenfality and leave me

Whieh

tougher and more able to deal with
some of the difficult tasks we have
before us.

Time to Think
Politieally, the time has forced me
to clarify my own thinking about both
strategy and analysis as well as tactics
—to think of longer and longer perlods
of time (bullding of long-term strategy
which T'll write some of laier) instead
af just day-to-day and month-to-month
happenings. It has led to a completion
aof an ideology. Oh, forgot, for SDS
ldeology is a bad head trip. Not soll
If we understand what ideology is.
ldealogy, simply, is the development
of a set of .concepis that provides us
with an organized way of viewing the
world and our part in the world,
A complete ideclogy gives us the ability
to handle most experiences and events;
and 3 reasonablg one conforms to
ohjectlve reality. The difference
betwesn Ideciogy and dogma i that
Ideology is & tool to be used for the
understanding of things (a tool which
can and should be modified with the
change of lving conditions) and dogma
are strictures taken on faith in which
things are crammed to fit. [ think
we must develop &n Ideology—this
means hard intellectual work without
being afrald to use complex concepts
and intellectual tools, The other side
of thls process has been the necessity
to break down our crazy jargon and
politics so that street people can
understand what we're about, I have
foud  this to be very Importmt—
because there have been lots of people
I have been in contmet with who are
becoming part of oor movemesnt as the
result of our ability to rap with them
in the larguage they undersiand,
I purposely haven®t dealt with contenis
of idepology to avold belng embroiled
In the temporary politics of the NC,
but will write later.
Also, there has been the learning
of how to work (a) Inside an overl

police state, and (b) with a non-student
population we should be in to. Prison
iz a elear analogy of a police stute;
with all of a police staie's major
characteristles, and the experience has
been halpful in teaching me how to work
in tl'u; futare American reality. Little
else can be or should be said In public.

¢ Potential Brothers

There are In the joints I"ve been In
a lot of fine groovy people who hiave
been my fellow eriminals, It has meant
the  bullding of a deep Inside
understanding that a large amount of
what the society classifies as criminal
behavior comes ot of the same basic
impulses that have made us what we
are. A lot of the guys are people who
have rebelled against Plastic Capitalist
America, but who did oot have acoess
to the channels of *dissent® that we did,
Wa have & lot of polentisl brothers and
slsters In the half-million bahind bars
and the tens of milllons on the strest.
Our job [s to reach them and to tum
them on to the ways to struggle that
does not Just take back a litle of what
has been stolen from the people, but
destroys the system that makes the

At this point In history, SDS is faced
with its most erueial ideological
decision, that of determining its
direction with regards to the working
¢lags. At this tme thers must be a
realization on the part of many in our
movement that stedents alope cannot
and will not be able to bring about
the downfall of capitalism, the system
which is at the root of man's oppression.
Many of us are going to have o go

movement, first we must come (o see
how youth are oppressed.

Oppression of Youth

Youth around the world have the
potential to become a critieal force.
A youth movement raises the lssues
ghout a soclety In which It will be
foreed to lve, It takes issues to the
working class. They do this because,
in America, there exists an enormous
contradiction around the Integration of
yvouth into the system. The period of
pre-employment has been greatly
extended due to the affluence of this
highly-industrialized soclety and the
lack of jobs.

Institutions lke the schools, the
military, the courts and the police all
act to oppress youth in specific ways,
as does the work place. The propaganda
and soclalization processes focosed at
youth act to channel young people into
deglred areas of the Ilabor market
as well as to socialize them to accept
without rebellion the miserable quality
of life in Americe both on and off
the Job,

The ruling «class recognizes the
critical potential of young people, This

caplialist institutions via propaganda
and sharp actions. Exemplary actions
of the youth movement lead to higher
eonsciousness and struggle among other
people.

3} Because we can organize—as a
student movement — arcund  those
contradictions which affect youth
specifically, we can organize young
working people inio our class-consclous
anti -capitalist movement. These young
workers will €a) strengthem the
antl-capltalist movement among the
work-foree, (b) provide an organie link
between the student movement and the
movement of working people, and (c)add
to the affect that we will have as a
eritical force on older working people
today.

4) The expansion of the base of the
youth movement to Include young
working people changes the character of
our movement importantly; because It
fights the tendemey of our student
movement to define itself in terms of
“student intersst® rather than class
intarest,

Because we ses & revolutionary youth
movemsnt as an important part of
building a full revolutlonary working

i. BUILD CLASS CONSCIOUSNESS IN
THE STUDENT MOVEMENT IN THE
DEVELOPMENT TOWARDS A REVO-
LUTIONARY YOUTH MOVEMENT,

8, 308 organizers should direct the
focus of thelr energies to organizing
on campuses of working-class collages,
community schools, trade schools and
technical schools as well as high schools
and junlor collages.

b. Attacks should also focus on the
UNIVERSITY AS AN ARM OF THE
CORPORATIONS
oppress workers. Corporatons that
exploit workers should be fought om
campus. (Aside from producing napalm,
Dow Chemical Co. has plants in 27
countrles of the Third World and Is
among the largest International
corporations.)

€. SD5 ghould move towards the building
of alllances with non-academic
employeas on the campus based on
struggle against the common enemy,
the university. SDS should view the
university as a corporation that
directly oppresses the working class,

throtgh important changes, personally.
As students, we have been indoctrinated
with many racist and anti-working-class
notlons that In furn have produced
racism and clags-chauvinism In 8DS
and were responsible largely for the
student - power  focus which oor
maovement has had for many Yyears.
Student power at this stage of our
movement has to be seen as economism:
that 1s, organizing people around a
narrow definition of self-interest as
opposed to class-Interest. We are
moving beyond this now, but that
movement must be planned carefully
and mnderstood by all.

The fact that we saw ourselves as
students as well as  padieals, and
nccepted that classification of ourselves
and many of the false privileges that
went along with It (2-5 defermant,
promise of the “good life™ wpon
graduation, ete.) was primarily
responsible  for the  reactionary
tendencles In  SDS,

Main Task

The maln task now Is to begln moving
boyond the limitations of struggle
placed upon a student movement. We
misst reallze our potential to reach omt
to new constbuencies both on and off
campus and bulld S5DS into a youth
movement that Is revolutionary.

The notlon that we must remaln
simply "an anti-imperialist student
organlzation® 1= no longer vlable, The
nature of our struggle i3 such that it
necessitates an organdzation that s
made up of youth and not just students,
and that these vouth become class
conscious. This means that our
struggles must be Integrated into the
strugles of working peopls.

COne thing shonld be clear. This
perspective doesn’t see youth as a class
or say that wouth will make the
revolution by itself. Nelther does It say
that youth are necessarlly more
oppressed than older people, simply
that they are oppressed In different
ways. Thers are contradictions that
touch youth speeifically. To understiand
why there I8 2 nesd for a youth

=1 —_—

is why they developaed so many
organizational forms to contain them.
Many young people have rejected the
Integration process that the schools are
supposed to serve and have broken with
and begun to struggle against the
“astablishment®. This pheno has
taken many forms, ranging from

drogplng out as a response to a dylng
capitalist eculture, to young workers
being forced out by Indusiry that no
longer has any room for the untrained,
unskilled, and wmorganized. Both the
drop-out and the forced-out youth face
the repressive nature of America’s
palice, courts, and military, which act
to physleally and materially oppress
thems The response from wvarlous
strata of youth has been rebellion, from
the buildings at Columbls to the
movement in the streets of Chicago
to Halght-Ashbury to the Watts uprising.

Revolutionary Youth

We must also understand what role
a youlh movement would have In the
eontext of building & revolution. An
organized class consclous  youth
movement would serve basieally four
functions In  buoilding revolutionary
strugele:

1) An organized revolutionary youth
movement |s [tsalf a powarful foree for
revolutionary struggle. In other words,
our struggle Is the class struggle, as is
the Viotnamese and the black liberation
struggle. To call youth or sven the
student movement & section of the
boturgeolsle which must simply support
any struggle fought by working people
is econpmism. The siruggle of youth
is as much a part of the eluss struggle
a8 a union strike, We ally with workers
by wiglng struggle against a common
enemy, fot by subjugnting our movement
patronizingly to every trade unlon battle,
We also ally with the liberatlon struggle
of those fghting agalnsi Imperfalism,
recogniging that this iz the true
expresslon of the working class af lis
mast consclous level,

2} Youth iz a eritical foree which—
through siruggle—can oXpose War,
raclem, the exploitation of labor and
the oppression of youth. We do this
by putting forth oor class analysis of

clasz movement we must shape our own

strategy self-consclously now with a
view (o that youth movement, This
mans that, in addition to expanding our
base to include more young working
people, we must insure the class
consclousness of our movement now,
and we must attack the class nsture

of the schools we are organizing against.

RACISM

Building a class-consclous youth
movement means fighting racism. SDS
must see this fight as a primary task.
Raclsm {8 a central contradiction in
American society, since racism ig an
inherert part of caplialism and a
primary fool used to exploit all
warking people. In order to fight
racism, we must recognize that there is
a struggle belng fought right now for
black liberation in Ameriea with which
we must ally, This fight for black
liberation s at omee an anti-colonial
struggle against raclsm and the racist
imperiallst power structure, as well as
being part of the class struggle because
black workers are among the most
opprassed. It is through raclsm and
its development Into colonial oppression
that black people are malntained as the
most oppressed sector of the working
class. Raclsm (white supremacy) ties
white peaple o the elate by spliting
them from the most aggrossive class
struggle.

We miist also fight raciem within our
own movement and among youth in
general and make our loyalty to the
black Ubkeration struggle more solid.
While recogniring that “hlack capitallam®
ig mol a solution to the problem of
racism, we must be careful not to
dismiss the anti-edlonial naturs of the
black Hberation struggle by simply
calling it bourgeols nationalism,

IMPLEMENTATION

The  Implementstion part of this
proposal should mot e seen as a
natonal program of action but rather
ag somo suggested actons az well as
some necessary actions to be taken if
such a youth movement is to be buflt.
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e. Some of us shoold move Into
factories and shops as well as into

. We should move imto the liberation
struggle now being fought inside the
armed forces and take an active part.
Up unill now, we have pald only lip
service to that struggle of mosily
working-class youth.

g« Youth should be made to see thelr
own struggle and the struggle of the
Vietnamese against imperialism as the
same strugegles The war muost continue
to be an important focus for SDS
organizing,

h. We must join the fght agminst the
class and racist nature of the public
school system,

1. Drop-out and forced-out vouth both
should be encouraged to join our

MOVEITEt.

2. ATTACK ON INSTITUTIONAL
RACISM

We must view the university as a racist
and imperialist instittlon which acts o
oppress the workdng class and Is the
brain center of repression against the
liberation struggles at home and around
the world. Programs should be developed
which oggressively attack It as such
and atlempt to stop it from functloning
in that manner. Targets should nelude:

a. Police Institutes on the campus.

b. The real estate establlshment, (Ths
University of Chicage is among the
largest slumlords in the ciky.)

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Fight racism; Build a worker student alliance; Smash imperialism

The Material Bosis of Racism

The material basis of racism Is
capltalism®s driving need to mmximize
profits, It ¥s estimated that an extra
$22 bllllon & year Is made off the wage
differential botween black and white
workers. (Black workers make an
average of $3,000 less per year than
white workers.) Low wages for hlack
workers and black unemployment are
used to keep down wages for all
workers; rent and food prices are
higher in black and Third World ghattos.

Black workers are a8 major section
of the Industrlal work force, e, In
steal, auto, longshore, and railroad.
The super-exploitation of that section
of the working class serves to divide
the working class, and to prevent them
from uniting against the bosses,
Therefore, because racism is based
on class exploitation, It is In the
material interest of the entire working
class and the majority of students to
defoat it,

The Superstructure of Racism

The ruling class also has created
& whole series of racist myths and
prejudices in order fo justify and
continie  the super-saploftation of
Third World people at home and abroad.,
These les tell us that “there
something inherently Inferior in Third
World people that leads them to thei
being slaves,” These Ues are used
mask the necessity of capitallam
enslave the great majority of the peop
in the world,

Toprimarflyattack the supersiructure
of raclsm leads to a psychological and
maoraligtic attitude, By not rallying

super-exploltation and oppression which
generafes racism, this lberal political
approach only serves to perpatuste
raclsm.

To unite black and white people
against the raclst practices of the class
enemy s the only way to defeat raclism.
This must be concretely applied o
specific struggles, as in the recent
series of wildcat sitrikes of black and
white workers led by black caucuses
{e.g., REA, stesl) and as at Columbin
and San  Franclsco State. The
superstructure of raclsm s very

powerful and has a lfe of its own,
and its manifestations must also be

fought.
Fight Racism in The University

Over the last few years SDS has led
struggles to expose the Imperialist and
class nature of the university and the
nead to bulld & worker-student alliance,
We must at this point begin to
consclously polnt out and struggle
against one of the main mspects of
bourgeols education, one of its most
sacred tenets—the promotion of
racism. For instanee it iz good business
for Dudley Swim, an fllustrious member
of the Californin Board of Trusiees
of the State College System and DMractor
of the Del Monte Corporation, to fight
to keep education under the control of
the ruling elass—otherwise he and his
crondes would be hard put to find
Mexican laborers to work In their
fields for $1.25 an hour, or apologists
and enforcers of that system.

In the last two years Third World
stdents have begun to wage the
sharpest struggles to ogcur so far in
the student movement against the raclst
nature of higher education. In the South,
four black students have already been
murdered by the cops (Orangeburg,
N.C., T.5.U.). The lack of reactlon to
this on Northern campuses displayed
& good deal of racism in the student
movement. This raclsm s beginning to
be defeated. Columbia and S.F. State
mark the entry of Northern campuses
into this struggle. We should be clear
that the foree which the ruling clags
iz willing to employ to crush these
struggles [llustrates that they have no
intemtion of glving in on this question
peacefully, Dudley Swim and his friends
have too many billlons that depend on
the preservation of racism.

If we are serious about allying with
Third World stwlents as well gs
workers In fighting raclem, we should

this fght. It will lead us Into &l
sharper struggles agsinst the clags
enemy than we have previously
experienced.

Racism in The Movement

If we are to take part In or lead any
struggles Bgainst the raclst nature of
the university, we must first of all
condurt & struggle around raclst
attitudes in the movement. .

1) Raclsm and the bullding of the
worker-student  alliance, The wvast
majority of the non-white peaple in
this country are part of the worklng
class—the most explolted section of
the working class, Non-white workers
are in the vanguard of stroggles

understanding of the basic way In which
riacism |s used by the ruling class.
Those who objected to organizing whits
stodents around fighting racism are the
same people who are so quick to attack
the white working class for mnot
supporting the struggles of black
workers, Most studenta
become part of the working elass as
teachers and soclal workers whose
primary job is to develop and perpetuste
racist and antl-working-class idealogy.
Not struggling around the question of
racism means perpetuating raclam,
There was very sharp struggle around
these gquestions during the first weeks
of the strike at 5.F, State, Paople who
put forth the position that white students
can't relate to raclsm (leaders of the
Experimental College and  the
anti-working-class forces within SDS)
argued that we should add “white®™
demands to the 15 Third World
Libaration Front demands, These people
did not see that the anti-racist struggles
were In the class interest of students
and workers. The "white®™ demands they
came owmt with reflected the lack of

.class outlook. They were very narrow

student-power -type  demands, Le,
campus autonomy, free spesch, student
control of courses, etc., which didn*t
attack the class nature of the
university.

3) The non -elass "cultural oppression®
which leads to the racist formulation
that *students are niggers too®™. How
‘many white stedents have bean shot
down by the cops? How many white
students face the problem of ghetto
existence ? Neon-white people are
super-exploited. They pot the lowest
wages, worst jJobs, worst working and
living conditions, and are part of the
most oppressed eclass, the working
class, Students also are oppressed (Le.,
were fed racist, anti-working-class lles
in the classroom, tRoght to be social
warkers who regulate poverty and
oppression Instead of helplng people,
ete.), but this oppression is not nearly
as sharp as the oppression of non-white
students and workers, Students alsohave
gome privileges (for Instance, 2-8
deferments),

There l= an even more racist le
in the ®"student as nigger* formulation,
Instead of seeing Third World people
as the heart of the work force, and
therefore in a positlon of tremendous
strength, It sees them ns powsrless
and allenated —Hke students. This 15 an
insult to both black people and students,
It is the same a3 the liberal -conservative
Ue, “they're all on welfare.” It leads to
advocsting that students and black peopls
"drop out® (impoesibla for working -class
families) rather than struggle agalnst
thedr oppression.

4) Reverse chauvinism. Some people
say that It is racist to eriticlze anything
put forward by a black person, or at
least by someone who claims to be
@ black militant. This patronlzing
attitede comes from not understanding
that the class aspect of imperialist
oppression 18 primary, It furthers
nationalism, an ldeclogy that the ruling
class ralies on to split the movement.

Revolutionary Violence

5) The role of revolutlonary vinlence,
One of the main tactics of the
administration at State was to have
their llberal front men express their
undying support for demands of Third
World students, but at the same time
condemn their “violence®. At State
during one afternoon of elearing scabs
out of classrooms o typewriter was
“ﬂ'ml ﬂun@nﬂiﬂjﬂl‘.ﬁ]}icﬁuud
the broken window and typewriter resting
in the bushes was reprinted in af least
20 West Coast newspapers as an example
of the vialence of “roving bands of
non-white militants.,” This was part of
an effort by the ruling class to deny
the mass character of the revolutionary
vinlence used by the students, and to
equate it with “senseless® terrorist
attacks by (ndividuals, This attack on
Third World stodemts mosi be met
head on by exposing the class nmture
of violence. The necessity of working
peaple and particularly black people
to use violence is a result of the
violent and systematic oppression
which the ruling ¢lass perpetuates every
day. Hevolutionary violence against the
class enemy and its lackeys (college
administrators) is the only way that
clags in the long run is going to be
smashed, The role of white radicals
is not to excuse or rationalize the
sharpness with which the Third World
students  are willing to fight the
administration but to build support for

b, draw coursge from It and participate

in It

After three years of struggle agalnst
the racist policies of the administration
most stodents saw quite clearly that
the perpetrator of viclence was not
Third World students or white radicals
whao supported them, but the
administration and the racist policles
which they insisted on perpetusting.
Within the movemant wa must have
4 clear and serious attitde towards
the increasing sharpness of the struggle
against the state. The adage thal there
are some that talk snd some that et
proved itsell very troe at SF State.
Ope SDS member who had castigated
his brothers and sisters during the
summer for nol being willing to engage
in {solated terrorisi activity, started
sereaming in the middls of & rock
assault on & baiflding where scab
classes were belng beld that stodents
shouldn®t break windows, and then
added that we should save our rocks
and throw them at the cops. Howewver,
when the cops came our military
stratopist was nowhere to be sesn,
leaving black and white students to fight
the cops. We need no more diagrams
by “new left' journalists about how to
blow up armored cars. What we do
need I8 a Mielong commitment In
practice to fight the ruling claszs by
whatever means necessiry.

Anti=Communism

At State red-balting attacks have been
directed against Third World students
and other radical groups, particularly
SDS and PLP., The newspapers kept
referring to TWLEF as ®"a far left
militant organizatlon,® At least two
local Hberal ecolumnists ran articles
announcing that Third World stodents
were known to carry the red book
around with them at all times, Reagan
got on TV o domoumes “putside
agltators® (external cadre). Hayakawa
offered to discuss the demands with
Third World If they would
repudiate the support of 5DS and other
radlcal organizations, Third World
studonts told Heyakawa to showe his
offer up his ass., The red-baiting of
the sirike woas used In the same way

as raclsm. Tt was directed at dividing
the people so that they would be less
able to fight the administration. The
rullng class pushes the idea that the
communists are using the *not unfounded
grievances of the people® (Vietnamese
ar Third Warld people in the US) while
=we* (the white ruling class} know what
is really best for the people—the
imparialist system, The rullng class
fears communist participation in these
struggles  because communists put
forward proletarisn Internationalism,
which is the only answer to the
imperialist’s attempt to divide and rule
on a nationalist basis.

Defeat Nationalism

Nationalism has replaced pacifism
a5 the main ideclogical weapon of the
ruling class within the Black Liberation
Movement. Nationallsm is wused to
divert Third World people from struggle
on & class basis and from making
allianeas with white workers and
stidents, Because of the special
super-exploitation of black people, their
struggle I8 now national in form and
working-class in contént. Thus, at SF
State there was a separste TWLF,
Usually a natlonalist feellng [s: the
initial conscious impetus towards
struggle among black people, But the
material basiz of this struggle is class
oppression. Consclousness of this
sppression must  become  the

As support grew for the strike on
ecampus among working people in the
ghetto, vne Third World political hack
after another began (o appsar on
cumpus. This included sdvocate of
redevelopment in the ghetto supervisor
Terry Francols, who one week after
doclaring hs support of the demands
af the Third World students, voled In
favor of a special budgel request by
the police department to finunce thelr
SF Siate operstion. The newspapers
were quick to promote these forces
ag lesders of the struggle, reasoning
that If there had to be & school of
ethoic studles it would be better to
have it wmder (the control of
=responsible® {wro - ruling - class)
members of the Third World communlty,
The Ford and Carmegie as well as
other capitalist foundstions are begging
non-white students to take their money
to finance speclal admissions and
ethnic studies programs. The intent
is clear—they are quite willing to
give up b lttle bit of the racist form
If they ecan be assured of continoed
promotion of the same old racist
content,

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NIC Passes Cuba Week

Jan. 1, 18688—Amn Arbor, Mich.

The NIC passed the Solidarity with
Cuba Weel resolution, which did not
reach the NC floor because of lack of
time, Discussion centered arounsd
education about Cuba, soclalism, and
communism, and hbow (0o combat
antl-communism in the organization,
Some discussed the difference between
intermal and external edueation, feeling
that Internal education should be more
eritical of Cuba. Thare was genoral
agreament that eduestion around a topie
such as Cuba should be analytical as
well as supportive of their revolution.

A telegram of solidarity with the
Revolution was sent to the Central
Commitiee of the Cuban Party.

The Military Package paper handed
out at the NC was presented to the NIC
by Tom Hurwits, Columbla, The NIC
mandated that the paper be printed in
NLN. The authors asked for discussion,
not actlon, by the NIC, It was agreed
that if the program Is to be implemented
it would have to come from the chapter
level wp, Discussion of the paper
focused on Gls, high schools, and
national lberation strugsles.

We must alsoexpose
the racist and class nature of admissions
systeme nnd the high school track
system and demand that the schools
be opened up to the community so that
they too ean struggle to stop lis
appression,

for the rullng class and a step forward
for the student movement. These
struggles unfte Third World and white
students. They unite the student
movement with Third World workers.
And they have raised the movement
to a higher level of mass militancy.
The ruling class wanis to co-opt these
struggles by clalming that admitting
mora Third World students will end
racism. Further, when they are forced
to admit more Third World students
they will try to use this to traln more
people to help oppress the Third World
section of the working ¢lass, the people
who pay for the university to begin with.
This strategy s already backfiring as
Third World students lead some of the
sharpest campus struggles throughout
the country and often Immedistely move

to lnk their struggles to the Third

World working elass.

505, as well as radicals among the
Third World students, must play a
major role In these struggles if they
are not to be co-opted. We have to
point out that more college admissions
cannot be a strategy to end raclsm,
but is a tactic to sharpen the attack
on capltalism. We have to fght around
the elass content of our education.
For example, courses should be taught
on working-class history, the real story
of US, Imperiallsm. These should
include demands for courses on the
history of the non-white section of the
working class In partieular—ithe
super-exploliation of non-white workers
in erecting the bloody edifice of 1.5,
Imperialism. We have to atiack one of
the major “sociological® fimctions of
the universitys to provide trained
persomnel for a variety of ghetto
conling-off projects, ineluding schooling,
policing, and (ack of) housing, We have
to fight against racist institutions on
campus such as ROTC,

2} Urban Removal. Many iniversities
(Columbla, Chlcage) are trying fto
expand thelr ocampises Into the
surrounding ghettos. This means the
evicton of Third World working-class

familles. Black, brown and white
students  should ally with the
working-class commumitles o stop

these evictions against thelr common
enemy the administration.

3) Support Strikes. Part of the overall
strategy for o worker-student alllance
is to fight raelsm by supporting the
on=the-job strugeles of the Third World

workers, Including campus workers.
This means interjecting antl-racist
idenlogy into the struggles of all
WOrkers.

t) Support of ghetto rebelllons, This
means winning students to sesing the
need to support the sharp struggles of
black and other non-white workers, as
opposed to the band-sld running and
helpful tactical hints (o the black masses
put forward in new-left publleations,
We muost bulld this support around
seaing the right to use *whatever means
necessary” to fight the daily violemt
oppression used by the ruling class
against the people. It is good to build
for substantial mass actions at City
Hall, National Guard armories, ete.,
in the event of ghatto rebellions. Mass
Aacton, as opposed to  individual
terrorism, ls Important. We are trying
1o build support on a class basis among
the people for these rebellions, pointing
ot that black and white workers and
stodents will have to take part in
armed struggle to defest Imperiallsm.

5) High Schools. The alllance with
high-schonl students was an Important
element at SF State; The H.5, stodents
supported the strike and raised their

emands. Anti-raclsm iz vital In
bullding the student movement.

8) Take the Initlatlve in education
on racism. It [s the responsibility of
white radicals, not black students, to
fight racist attitudes among white
students, One thing we used successfully
during the strike was classroom
education—going Into classes and
spealdng on questions of racism In the
university and other guestions relating
to the strike, We should also be clear
thet racism Is a principled guestion,
and that it will destroy the movement
unless it is fought and defeated.

7) The movement must Involve
working people or it will be isolated and
doomed. Campus struggles must be
related and ted to working-class
struggles. Active support should be
glven to local sirikes; students shouald
keep In close touch with rank-and-file
urilon caucuses and individuals previously
contacted; commumity support amd
involvement should be sought for SDS
petivitles. Only when the stodent
movement is united with the masszes
of working people In this country will
we be on the way to crushing the
imperiatist system.

The criminal nature of United Siates
relationships with one of its many
vietims —Mexico—is amply documentad
in two pamphlets recently published In
Mew York by North American radieals,

Both pamphlets put forth a central
thema: that Mexdeo’s well-fostered
image of peace and progress s a
focade, Behind, brutal repression
enforees & growing gap between the
very rich and the very poor.

The USLA pamphlét relies primarily
on the writings of Moxican students
and Mexican intellectuals to show the
divection of the Medean student
movement. This movement took on new,
militant tones last July, after
government  riot  pollee, called
granaderos, violently broke up & street
shirmish between two rival high schools,
Within a few weeks, students wore
occupying several ascondary schools
and universities, Repeated strectbattles
between the granaderos and the students
culminated in the Oct. 2 massacre at the
Tlateloleo housing  project, where
hundreds were killed and wounded and
thousands arrested,

While the student “strike® has
dissipated, and many of the jalled
stodents were released during the
Christmas season in an obvious cool-it
measure, the movement represents an
important first step in the growth of
political consciousness in  Mexico.
It means that Mexican officialdom, which
defines [tsell as the bair of the 1910
Revolutlon, can no longer make this
absurd clalm with impunity. New forces
will emerge to [nsist on the realization
of the goals of that heroic struggle.

The USLA pamphlet, however, which
i primarily written by Maxicans,
indicates one of the key faults of the
anti-imperiallst movements In Latin
Americs—thelr inabllity to define the
worlings of imperfalism in real and
specifie terms.

The NACLA pamphlet I8 succossful
not cnly in describing the repression,
but alzo In linking it directly o the
“domination® policles of the UK,
government and 1.5, business.

A serles of articles shows the nexus:
the: Mexiean emphasis on industrlal
development and private enterprise and
the T.5, domination of both industry and
COMMBPee,

Analysis of the Mexiean economy in
the pamphiet concentrates on how U.5,

influsnce has. directed the economy
away from the needs of the nation's
population st large and toward the profit
needs of local big businessmen and ULS,
eorparations.

*The influx of foreimm Investment and
loans’ only accelerates the dash toward
bankruptey and Inereasingly deprives
the Mexican economy and society of
natlonal control. Increasing exports
placas Moyleo in the forefront of U5,
expansion, Four hundred thousand new
jobs are created every year in Maxico,
bt the capital for creating employment
is Mowing wward and outward, leaving
the worker in misery. The need for a
revolution’ that seizes the wealth and
pushes the surplus downward Iz not
Just a rhetorical phrase; It is &
practical Imperative, for national
survival.”

Charts and data on U.S, corporations
show imperlallsm in acton. While the
Mexicans maks much of the
*restrictions® placed on forelgn capital
through so-called Mexdcanization, the
case of El duo Pont de Nemours'
Mexdcan operstion shows how an
American company, with only 49%
control, obtained Mexlean "partners®
to hold the other 51% and ended up with
increased sccure profitable Interests.

The NACLA pamphlat contzins lsts
of US, corporations actlve fn Meadceo,
information on wealthy Mexicans, and
data on Individeal Amerlcans who have
played & role in the domination of
Mexico. In thelr introduction to the
pamgphlat, the NACLA staff point to
their work as "s stimmlus and gulda
for direct action.™

These boollets are not dull tracts

by any means. Both the USLA and the
NACLA pamphlets contain photographs,
documents, posters, drawings, cartoons,
and other 1llustrative material.

Desplte the wealth of information,
however, there are only flesting
réfersnces (0 the overall ¢
problems of the Mexican move t.
While the students did make attempis
to broaden their struggle to inclide
workers and peasanis, these attempts
wers largely unsuccessful.

The difficulties they encountared may
contain  lessons  wvaluable (o US,
organizers. Revolutionaries in advanced
caplmlist countries are debating (e
role of students in the struggle against
monopoly capltalism, What about the
role of -students In  underdeveloped
coumfries 7 How does the (premature 7)

development of a militant stodent

movement relate to the varlous theories

aof guerrilla warfare for Latin America
as reflected in the works of Fidel, Che,

and Debray?
In any case, these pamphlets are
documents of the beginnings of strugele,

documents dedicated to free men. As

Victar Rleo Galan, well-known Mexican
author, wrote from his jail cell to his
“student comrades®:

*We political prisoners face our fste
with dignity and with pride, because
it i= the fate of the immense majority
of the Mexlean people. We don't feel
sorry for ourselves and we ask for

nothlng, There are men who lack
Hberty within these walls, and there are

men who lack liberty outside of tham,
because the only free men are those
who fight—the combatants.”
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Newsreel: “Seize movie powerl!”
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Movies are an extremely effective
tool for organizers., As time goes on,
largely due to the efforts of Newsreel,
more and more good radical films are
becoming avallable,

Dig li: fAlms shouldn®t be used as
part of a movie-orgy-mind-fuck-night-
of - revolutionary - images -and - sounds,
Wow, outta sight. Did you dig that Mick:
Dynamite, No, man. Wrong. Movies must
be carefully chosen, Just like the words,
the direction of any given rap, The films
will provide the context, the touchstones
from which you can leap (sharply} into
the struggle. Fiims like Newsreel can

suggest actlons (“Columbis® “Mill-in*
*Halght®) hip kids, two new styles
(Mother Fuckers, Panthers) analys.
(*Berkeloy/139X, *"The Baitle of
Chicago™), agitate ("Pig®", "Now",
“Police  Weapons®, “Golpeandonen
Selva®) and just offer information more
immedinte than s speaker on Ubaration
strugeles around the world (Vietnam,
Cubs, Colombia, Bolivia, Portuguese
Gulnea ete.), But the films sheuldn't
gtand alone. They need organizers
alongside them. Newsreels aren®t over
when the lights come on. They are just
starting.

50 If some thought Is given to which
films you are golng to show and what
points ean be drawn from them and
related to lpcal situations, some really
productive discussion can ensie.

Use of Films

What s most diffieult is simply being
familiar with what films exist and how
they can be used in comblnation. You
might not sspecially dig o given film
but if you show two or three topether
¥ou can make some good points. For
instance: “April 27® shows cops beating
people who are trying to have a peaceful
demonstration; “Hafgit® shows kids
fighting cops in order (o stalie out a
claim to some turf; the Fanther fllm
shows blacks who have armed themselves
to defend their racial, territorial, and
human integrity. Show all three films
and you can have a great rap about the

nature of *freedom® under capltallsm,
the nature of the state, the ways (o
respond to various forms of oppression,
the need for organized opposition, the
necessity o be armed ete. When
possible we like to have Newsreel people
talk with our flms—not about
flim-making, but about polities,

Amother thing is using the films more
than once, Split up your people so that
while some are discussing the films
ot your school, some others are taking
the fllms to a nearby high school or
someplace where you can get at a
different constituency, Avoid letting
Hberal professors show the fllms to
their classes, It relnforces the nuthority
of the teacher, the liberal elaim to be
a meldng pot of ldeas, and these
assholes always casirate the films in
the controlled discussions which fallow,

What can happen In classes, howevar,
is w0 coms In with a projector and
films and seize class time for some
relevant education. The same thing ean
happen in any room, any where, in any
school.

Godard ones said that if he were
younger he'd be wsing & gun instead of
a4 camerd. Bui Jean-Luc®s bourgeois
eop-oiits aside, consider the importance
of edocation-agimtlon-propaganda  In
bullding a revolutionary movement.
Then consider the power of movies.
Then wse them. Not only In
auditoriums and classrooms, but on the
walls of hangouts, in froternity
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basements, in lberated bulldings, In
outside mobas, everywhare.

Movies ain"t gonpa make the
Revolution—but In the Electric McLuhan
Videoland whare the Images of reallty
(Oswald, DuNang, Chicago, The Moon)
fuck over our heads so much that even
t real thing starts to seom llke a
movie—agit-prop films are an
important part of the struggle.

Money as Always

A word about fnance. Film s
undoubtedly the most expensive medium,
and In splte of all the begelng, hustling,
stealing and what have you that Newsreel
engages In, our costs are still Incredible
—ggpecially for buying additional prints
of fAlms which are belng used a lot
50 & certain amount of investigntion
of the campus fnancial strocture can
frequently discover a way to top some
organizational budget so that wvou can
pay us rent for the flms, That way
you can ralse money at the showing
and use it for your chapter.

A final word on finances—gdon®t sweat
it, Newsreel expects to remain broke
[oraver, We are a serious part of the
movement—our function is o provide
films and uwse them effectively. If you
ean use them—contact us. We'll worry
about money later. Contact the center
closest t0 you.

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Advance of women’s struggle

(This Is the text of the women's
liberation resolution passed by the NC.)

Women form the aldest and largest
continually-oppressed group In  the
family of humanidnd, thelr subjugation
dating from the downfall of primitise
communal soclety and the rise of
private property.

The fnability of the *most sivanced,
technologically developed™ etc. capitallst
society to provide equality to half its
cltizens not only exposes the thorough
hypocrisy of all that society’s words
about “justice® and "equality®. It also
showe that the struggie for equality
of women 18 a revolutionary task—
that is, one which cannot be completed
under the present system of private
property and the exploitation of the
majority of people by a social class
which Ig defined by lts ownership of
the means of producing wealth.

Male supremacy in the movement
mirrors male supremacy in capitalist
goclety. The fact that mals supremacy
persists In the movement today ralses
the (ssue that, although no people's
liberation can happen without & socialist
revolution In this cointry, a soclallst
revolution could take place which
maintaine the secondary position of
women In  soclety. Therefore the
liberation of women must become a
conscions part of our strogela for
pecple’s liberation.

Women are not oppressed as a class,
but they are oppressed as women within
each class. We emphasize that
oppression of women through male
supremacy, like raclsm which oppressass
biack people, 15 not merely =
quantifative Increase In the class
exploltation which woman experience,
but also-a qualitatively different kind of
oppression which they experience as

. women In addition to the exploitation

of all working people.

(The process by which men are used
ns tools of the ruling class In the
opprasgion of women is more accurately
described by the term male supremacy
than the term male chauvinism, Male
chauvinism depicts only the mental
attitade of male superlority whereas
the term male supremacy conveys that
men oceupy dominant positions over
women In society and perpetuste that
dominance, as well as incorporating
the first idea,)

Material Basis

Before discussing the materlal basis
of the oppression of women, we must
emphasize here that not only ls ths
oppression of women most severe in
the worldng class, but that black working
class women are the most oppressed
group In the society. Black women are
a unlquely oppressed group because as
blacks, as workers, and as women they
experience the most compounded forms
of oppresslon capltallsm/imperialism
han devissd.

main headings:

1) Women are & reserve army of
labar to bring down wages; for instance
a) they have been used in the past
to take the place of male workers
neaded by the military ln wartime,
and b) at times women are used agalnst
collectively organized groups of workers
gince their condition forees them o
work for lower pay.

2) Women fulfill the fmeton of
gaving enormous costs for the
bourgeoisie in that they perform free
services (housekeeping) providing the
necessities of life for the working class
man at the lowest possible costs,

3) Ancther objective function of the
oppression of women in  eapitallst
soclety is to belp obscure the class
nature of that soclety. The nature of
woman's materizl condition places tham
In a relationship which acts as &
lighining rod for man's justified
frustration, anger, and shame at thelr
Inability to control their natural and
soclal environment, This means for*
axample that the potentially
revolutionary violence of exploited and
oppressed people against the original
forees of thelr exploltation and
oppression  are transformed and
diverted Into oppressive violence
toward those who have even less power
than they do (e.g., woman),

Again the analogy with racism s
relevant: White workers carry out the
racist oppression of black workers In
the shops. While racism may serve to
porpetuste the relative privilege of
white workers, this = in no way to say
that white workers ultimately profit
by dominating black workers, or that
men ultimately profit by dominating
women, bui rather to say that women
for |black workers) suffer thelr
Immediate oppression st the hands of
men (or white workers) who maintain
a dominani position for themselves,
and as supremseists, try to perpetusts
that posidon of dominance.

Superstructure in General--
Ideclogy in Particular

The aspects of the oppression of
women in a capitalist society are of
a dialectical nature as are those of
the oppressed classes in general, and
the exploited class in particular.

This means that In the process of
this exploltation and oppression, women
themsalves have come to &ct by
necessity according to the function a
class society bas given them, hence
believe (n that funetion, and, In turn,
through the total Intermalization of the
necesslty and value of that function,
women themsalves actvely contributed
to the perpetuation of their material
exploltation, Thus they have helped to
maintain that entive ideclogizing which
has *justified” these conditions.

It is incorrect to see this aspect of
maintalning these conditions as “thelr
fault® as it i incorrect to see it as
the men's fault when they accept thelr

own lack of econtrol In all institutions
they work In and thereby support and
further the interests of the ruling class.
This perversion of consclousness has to
be wviewsd as a direct result of and
integral aspect of the totality of
people’s victimization,

I we realize that the process of
idenlogizing, by altering and perverting
consclousness  itself, becomes a
material force of its own—which not
only helps to mainiain class relationships
and particular oppresslons, but in turn
alters and contributes In shaping other
forms of exploitation and oppression—
then we clearly have to evolve a strategy
which takes Into Ml aceount the
consaquences and implications of both:
the material basis of our lives as well
as the Internallzation of these conditions
by ideclogizing the totality of our social
axperiences.

For clarifieation, we return to the
much loved and by now endemringly
famillar terminology of this convention.
Of course the basle - fundamental -
primary contradiction is that between
the working class and the bourgeoisie.
At the same time the sharpest or mogt
Immediate contradictions may be what
the convention likes fo call “secondary®.
But whatever historical legitimacy that
phrase may convey, it obscures the fact
that a so-called secondary contradiction
may in fact be the sharpast contradiction
at a given time because people
experience them most acutely in their
Hves, We smphasize that the sharpest
contradietion can form the basis for the
most Immediste struggle against
oppression which In turm leads to
greater, more effective partielpation
in the total struggle. Hence we do not
belleve that the struggle for women's
libarntion is & concretization of the
struggle for the liberstion of all people
from oppression, It doesn't stand apart
from tha fight against capitalizm in oar
sociely, but rather s an integral part
of that fight.

Proposal

In order for women to becoma fall
political people in 5D and in order
for the oppression of women to be taken
on a8 8 struggle by SDS, mala supremacy
must be eliminated within the
crganfzation Hself, SD5 people must
battle two beliefs. First, women in SDS
must battle the belief that strugeling
for their own Wberation Is not important,
Szcond, SDS must battle the belief that
the fght for equality of women is solely
the business of wome, and that only
women have the right and responsibility
to oppose male domination.

Whatever forms within SDS are
declded upon to organdze this eampalgn,
thay should be such that the chapler
a8 @a whole has charge and
rosponsibility, with women taking the
main responsibility to organize women
for their liberation, and men taking the
main responsibility to sittack male
supremacy and to win the support of
other men.

We propose that SIS tale up the fight
for woman's rights on campus by raising
several specific demands which will
expoge the way women are speclally
oppressed within the university set-up
and rally students to fight against that
oppression,

1) We should lamech a eampalgn to
bring the wages of women employees of
the university up to the level of men.
This must deflnltely not be subordinated
in a general struggle to raise wages
of all employees, nor should it be
postponed on the ground that it would
divert attention from the just demands
of all employees, male and female.
The central question {8 oppression—
the generdl oppression of all employess
and the special harsh oppression of
women omployees, In some cases,
teciding the especially low level of
women's wages may prove to be the key
to solidifying all the employees und
winning improvements for all. In general
it would be better to ralse the two
questions side by side with equal
emphasis: but in no case should SDS

challenge the Jlow wages and bad
conditions generally without especially
challenging the especlally low wages
and bad conditions for womean,

2) It is necessary tobegin the struggle
for women's equallly in educational
Institutions where working-class women
are trained and socialized. Within the
context of work in the high schools,
state dchools, teachers' colleéges, junior
colleges, and trade schools, emphasis
should be placed on beauty schools,
secretarial, nursing, and other Job
training schools for women.

3) We should relate the struggle for
women's rights in the schools o the
strogele of women generally, and
especially working-class women, agalnst
the institutions that repress them, for
example juvenila court, girls" homes,
women's detentlon centers and prisons,
family court, welfare, labor batiles such
ag Levl Strauss, and others.

4) Launch fights around curriculum
and organize In classrooms to expose
how the schools relnforce the male
supremacist definftion of “woman's
role™, Challenge the counseling practice
of steering women Into awdHary
otoupgtions. Demand the teaching of the
history of woman®s struggles for
liberation. This should be carried out
in the context of on-going programs
which challenge coure contemt and
direction. |

The campaign for specific demands
should be accompanied by research,
internal education, and propagands by
SDS explaining why women are still
subjugated by men, why thoy cannot
achleve equality under lhe present
system, and why all men and women

should fight for women's liberation.
