Mr. Editor: Sometime a sum-
mary of the work of W. R. Hearst
and his newspapers will be written.
Now that he has failed of nomina-
tion and no Social-Democratic vote
can be diverted to him, what harm
can come from giving him an im-
partial review ?

It is said that he took up the ad-
vocacy of a degree of collectivismn
because he thinks that doctrime will
next interest voters, he wishing to
ride to place and power on this
movement. With the ambition or
welfare of any individual we need
have little. to do. The question is,
has the work which he has be com-
pelled by his ambition to do been of
value to the collectivist canse?

Unless it be the policy of Social-
Democrats to condemn every pro-
gram but their own, the reasons why
it is good that the Hearst papers
exist, ought to be stated, care being
taken to commend only what fur-
thers true collectivism.

His papers may not be radical
enough, but radical writers have
used the immense circulation of
these papers to spread their doe-
trines. His papers are sensational,
but this is no doubt the cause of
their large circulation.

Certain radical features of the
papers have not been surpassed by
any paper, for instance, the cartoons
“Alice in Plunderland,” the satires
signed “A Gentleman,” and many
others.

The Hearst papers have given the
primary lessons in collectivism to
millions of sluggish .minds which
would otherwise still follow the
“protection™ or other wuseless idea,
All this could never have heen done
had Hearst and his editors posed as
Social-Democrats, supposing them,
for the moment, to be really such.

It is shortsighted to"be 50 bound
up in party that no good can he
found n those who are working to-
wards the same end on different
lines. In fact this is placing party
before principle, a policy that will
not pay in the end.

There is plenty of evidence that
Mr. Hearst’s editors are collectivists.
If they are true to that principle,
there can be no more blame in work-
ing to leaven the Democratic party,
than for Social-Democrats to labor
in trades unions, which they do, and
wisely. We should commend trades
unionism as a step in the right di-
rection: then why should we spurn
a st of newspapers: that advocate
more collectivism that trades unions
have ever done?
