HE watchword of the German Social-Democracy is: Down
with all that oppresses: down with all that opposes the
march of niankind towards the full noon-day civilization.

Every city of any size
has a Socialist daily. Every trades union has its national organ and
some have local papers besides. The co-operative  movement  has
grown to such dimensions that the store-keepers and traders are ery-
ing for special legislation. The palaces which the trades unions have
built—Gewerkschafts-Haeuser—not only in cities like Berlin and Ham-
burg, but also in much smaller towns are simply amazing.

And most astonishing is the matter-of-fact fashion in which these
things are regarded, not only by the average German working men,
but also by the leaders. They all continue in the even, plodding ten-
or of their way, and seem to be surprised that any man wonders at
their accomplishment.  They seem (o think that it had to come as
it came. They do not at all boast of their achievements,

would expect to find.  They all seem to have a fine common school
education, far better than the average labor leaders in our country.
‘And men like August Bebel, Karl Kautsky, Eduard Bernstein, Franz
Mehring and even Karl chmn of the trades union movement, and
some others, are undoubtedly men of rare genius, besides being
scholars.
The personality of August Bebel is wonderful in its magnetism
and simple grandeur.

A corporation with a capital of a
billion dollars may have a hundred
thousand stockholders. But most of
these have sgch small holdings that
thcy cannot have any effective voice
i the management of the company;
it is practically governed by a few
very large stockholders, who own
large enough amounts of stock ‘to
carry elections by “voting together.
These usualh divert a large part of
the company’s income to themselves
by issues of preferred stock or
bonds, high salaries and fees, con-
tracts, etc. Thus the capital of both
large and small holders is used in
expanding industry and increasing
the total of surplus-value, but the
strnlus-valie is mostly appropriated
by the large ones.

The Integration of Capitalism.—
In earlier davs the capitalist class
consisted of many groups, one for
cach line of business. With the full
development of the corporate form
of ownership this ceases to be the
case. The capitalist becomes simiply
an owner, not a director of mdus-
try, and invests not in some one in-
dustry, but in whatever securities
at the time promise the largest re-
turn.  Each large. capitalist, as a
rule, has investments in several in-
dustries and often in several coun-
tries. Steel and il capitalists hold

railway stock; railway and coal-
mine camtahsts hold copper stock;
copper and sugar capitalists hold
stock in tobacco companies, insur-
ance companies, traction companies
and banks.

Aside from this cross-ownership
by individual capitalists, corpora-
tions also (especially banking, trust
and insurance companies) invest
much of their surplus in the stocks

and bonds of other companies.

This integration of capitalism ex-
tends beyond naticnal  frontiers.
English capitalists  bold  large
amounts of American securities;
Frencl, Belgian, German and
American capitalists have large
holdings in Russia; Belgian and
American capital s united in ex-
ploiting  the Congo: American,
French and Spanish capitalists are
joined with Mexican capitalists in

cussion regarding co-operation has
been going on among the Radical
and Socialist clements during the
last few vears.

Unfortunately the reading matter
on the subject almost entirelv con-
cerns the . English  co-operative
movement.  ‘This, unfortunately, I
must sav, when I consider the Del-
gian and the Dutch co-operative
movements as a much  better ex-
ample to pattern after. A signifi-
cant illustration of the difference
between the English and the Bel-
gian  movenients can be found in
the fact that the English have ar-
rived at a stage where they find dif-
ficulty in securing a proper invest-
ment for their profit, while the Bel-
giang, although not making any less
profits, have no difficulty in this
respect, as considerable sums are
spent on the education and on the
support of the economic struggles
of the organized workers.

I have had the constitution of
the Belgian movement translated
and advise -every prospective co-
operator to secure a copy of it be-
fore starting their organization, It
also would be well for them to con-
sider a few practical points which 1
will mention here.

“In beginnig a co-operative move-
ment it is advisable, usually, to start
with the distribution of the staples
of life, such as bread, coal, butter,
eges, dry goods, groceries, ete. It is
scldom profitable to begin with co-
operative production, because in
looking for a market, co-operative
production would have to consider
competition with the capitalist em-
plover of cheap labor., ;

“With hread, however, the situa
tion is different; in the first place,
because the members of the co-
aperative  movement  themselves
form a market for it; and secondly,
the secret of success in co-operative
societies lies not s0 much in the
climination of the manufacturer’s
profit as in the stability and cen-
tralization of the distribution. A
careful study of statistics will show
that the producing co-operative so-
cieties have not been nearly so suc-
cessiul as the distributive co-opera-
tive societies,”

Let me emphasize again the
necessity of  beginning  with  the
staples of life, There arc several
reasons for this. One is that bread

Another reason is that since the co-

operative  societies are under a
democratic  management, the ar-
ucles chosen  at the beginning
be as simpl: as possible. It re-
quires much more techuical knowl-

groceries, for example, than of
bread. One of the tendencies of
the awakening proletariat is to use
every privilege they have to the
fullest extent regardless of whether
they are qualified to use these privi-
leges or not, it is only after experi-
ence that they come to their second
awakeming. It is then that they
begin to understand that they don't
know, and to know that they don't
know is the beginning of true
knowledge.  Many co-operative so-
cicties have been unsuccessiul be-
cause of failure to take into con-
sideration the intellectual standard
of their members.  Frequently a
society is patterned after a certain
stage of development of a co-opera-
tive movement in Europe, seeming-
Iy ignoring the fact that the move-
ment did not begin with that stage.

The object of the co-operative so-
ciety is not primarily profit.  Co-
operative societies are not properly
combinations of capitalists, how-
ever small, for the exploitation of
the general public.  In Belginm,
France and Helland, for example,
the co-operative societies  sell to
members or proposed members only.
Their principal objects are to se-
cure the advantages of wholesale
buying, without the interyvention of
the middleman, and to centralize
distribution,

The methods of the society are
illustrated by a diagram taken irom
the membership book ef a society
in Belgium. Checks are sold to the
members and the amount of money
spent f . each article is entered as
shown in the diagram, Dividends
are declared on the amount of
money spent in checks.  This sys-
tem gives the society a large capi-
tal in advance to work with, pre-

officials and is a simple and effec-
tive method of determining the
amount of dividends to be declared.

In order to educate the people
in the wisdom of ordering supplies
for some time in advance, slips arc
distributed containing the various
items carried by the co-operative
stores. These are arranged very
much like a calendar with nencil at-
tached, so that the housewife can
jot down on the spur of the mo-
ment what she needs. ' The stores
began by calling for these oredrs
every two days until they succeed-
ed in educating their members to
order an entire week in advance.
The cash thus paid in enables the
stores, as I said, to buy for cash at
wholesale and at a considerable sav-
ing on the current retail rates. At

That union-emashing is profitable to
the United States steel corporation is
vividly shown in the report of the big
steel trust covering its net earnings
for the quarter ending Sept. 30. The
report shows that where the corpora-
tion is able to rob the wmler of his
wagzes it is able to declare mncreased
dividends.

The net carnings of the trust for
the guarter ending Sept. 30 were $38,.-
236,007, against  $20.340.401  for the
quarter that ended June jo. Detailed
statements by months  indicate a
steady advance since the “retorn for
the hetter” in Febriary, 1008, say the
finaneial columns of the capitaiistic
papers, heralding the increased divi-
dends of the steel trust as a return of
prosperity.

Between the lines of the report can
also be seen the wheels of capitalism
that bring poverty, discase and death
to the totlers in the steel mills,

steel corporation s, roundly, $500,-
009,000, he increase in the dividend
rate, therefore, of 1 per cent per an-
num. which has been made, will mean
an increase im expenditure for divi-
dends of $5.000,000.—Brauer Zeitung.

It 1s but natural, therefore, that
they should cling to the only tool
which has been of use to them, to
the only weapon which has served
them and to the only organization
which has protected them.
But just now they are on the
eve of learning a new lesson. It
15 becoming clear that their unions
can be saved only by political ac-
tion,
And if they take independent po-
litical action and it saves to them
their rights as union men, they will
for the first time grasp the uses and
power of a new weapon, namely,
political action.

When they have once learned this

lesson they will not stop with safe-

guarding their old rights. They will

i * mine slaughter, none
is worse than this: That the mine
was fired by child labor.

A torch in the hands of a boy
miner, under the legal age limit,
did the fatal work. That torch left
behind its trail of unnumbered vic-
tims, smothered in the awful depths
of the burning mine, It left its
dreary harvest of ‘broken-hearted
wemen, weeping desolate  among
their little fatherless children.

It is true that the construction
and all the arrangements of the
mine invited an accident. . But that
only made it more criminal to send
a child, with a child’s nmatural care-
lessness, into this death-trap and
put a torch into his hands,

Hgere we have a dramatic instance
of the deadly results of child labor.
It is a vivid presentation. But ey-
ery day, with less spectacular effect,
the unconscious hands of the inno-
cent child laborers work the un-
doing of the toiling class.

We have dwelt long and earnest-
Iy on the sufferings of the child
workers.  They can hardly be ex-
aggerated.  But there is also an-
other side to the child labor prob-
lem. It is the fatal injury which
it inflicts upon all the workers and
upon their cause. It is the steady
deterioration which it brings to
working-class conditions and wages.
And worst of all, is the svstematic
robbery by which child labor filches
from gencration after generation
their natural birthright of knowl-
edge—of education.

Not mare perilous were the gases
in the Cherry mine, not more fatal
in their consequences, than is the
slow choke-damp of ignorance bred
in the factories and shops where
voung children go to work before
they have learned to think. It stifles
the activities of the working-class,
It is perhaps the chief reason why
that class has never yvet learned the
path to its own emancipation.

The child who-set fire 1o Cherry
mine ought to teach usa lesson. He
onght to remind us that these little
victims of society are at the same
time dragging it down — that as
surely as this boy in the pit. they
will | unconsciously  avenee  their
wrongs upon us all.

And we women ought especially
to take this sad story to-heart. Who
will Be moved by the waes s the
evils of child labor 3f not ave?. ket
fus every one rocord from this, day
2 MOre CaTHSS VoW NEVer 10 Test
till we have destroved the capitalist

go on and on, conquering new
rights up to the day of emancipa-
tion.

Indeed, this has been precisely
the evolution m: thought and action
through = which every European
movement has passed.  Everywhere
the Socialist as well as the trade
union movement has started, not
as an aggressive step, but as a de-
fensive action.

Men werke forced together by op-
pression, When denied living wages
they formed unions and struck. By
taking this act they grasped for the
first time the power of labor or-
ganization. It was to them illum-
mating. It was a new discovery,
aud flooded the carth with a new
vision and a new hope.

Political organizations nearly ev-
erywhere are born as a result of po-
litical oppression. The rulers in
most cases went one step too far
I'iey tried to deprive the people of
<ome old, well-founded right. They
were brutal, ageressive, and i re-
sponse to that aggression, political
Nions came into existence,

The Itahan party was born in a

night of reaction and repression.
The Belgian party was born when
all seemed lost.
The German workers took their
first great step by coming together
to defend them.elves against the
common enemy and the anti-Social-
ist laws later jorced them further
to defensive action.

The English movement was bomn
when the parties in power endeav-
ored to take away the rights of the
trade unions,

Just as the trade unions proved
useful by experience, so the poli-
tical unions proved useful by the ex-
perience.

Since then the workers have not
gone backward but forward, and
with each new victory they gain a
new vision of the power of political
unity.

But it appears that some Secial-
Democrats still believe that any ac-
tion which simply defends old-time

rights of organization is conserva-
tive action. Some ignorant of the
history and of the tactics of the
movement seem to believe that the
only place. where the protection of
old-time rights occupy Socialist ac-
tion is in those countries where the
movement is tainted with laborism.

Now, let us see about that. In
all the European congresses you
hear constantly urged that the great
immediate aim of the political move-
ment is to gain for labor, greater
powers of resistance. Anvthing that
weakens the resisting power of la-
bor is fought; anything that in-

bor is sought.

This is just as true of the coun-
tries where trade unions are weak
as in the countries where trade
unions are strong. Indeed, nearly
all reforms are sought chiefly for
that reason. The feeding of school
children, old age pensions, the abo-
lition of child labor, are all advo-
cated largely because they give
greater powers of resistance to the
working class.

Why do we fight for the ballot?
At present it will often be used
against us.  We fight for it simply
to place a weapon in the hands of
labor which one day it will know
how to use.

What is the reason that every
Socialist movement fights militar-
ism? Is it because the army iw oc-
casionally used for national de-
fense? No. It is because the army
is chiefly used to crush strikes. To
weaken militarism s simply one
way of incrcasing the power of re-
sistance on the part of the op-
pressed.

Why do Socialist parties fight
for the right to picket, the right of
assemblage, the right of free
speech and a free press?
