Jan. 30.—In the
house today during the debate on the
stoel schedule, Congressman Berger
briefly presented a Soclalist's view as
follows:

Mr. Underwood.—-Mr. Chalrman, I
wish to ask the gentleman frem Wis-
consin (Mr. Berger) how :auch tme
he desires,

Mr. Berger.—Five minutes,

Mr. Underwood.--1 understand. Mr.
Chairman, that there are threée gentle-
men who want flve minutes each. ¥
move to close the debate on this para-
graph in 15 minutes,

The Chairman.—The gentleman from
Algbama asks unanimous consent that
the debato on this paragraph close in
15 minutes, the gentleman from Wis-
consin (Mr. Berger) to have 5 minutes,
the gentoman from Pennsylvania (Mr.
Moore) 5 minutes, and his colleague
(Mr. Focht) 5 minutes. Is there any
objection?

There was no objection.

Mr. Berger.-—Mr. Chairman, it is'un-
necessury for me to repeat the old truism
that high tariff simply protects the
manufacturer. It means that the nation
is paying the manufacturer & bonus for
investing hls money. (Applausc on the
Democratic side.) There is always free
trade in labor. The workingman's labor
is bought in the open market from the
lowest seller. | also wish to say that it
is only in oyr country that the manufac-
turers claim they want a protective
tarlff in order to protect labor. In Ger-
many there Is also a digh protective
tariff. The manufacturers of Germeny,
however. do not claim that they want a
protective tariff for the workingman.
They honestly say they want it to pro-
tect their own profits. (Applause on
the Democratic side.; The same is true
In  France. The manufacturers of
France do not claim that the y wnnt pro-
tection for their workingmen, Liet that
they want it for themselves. That is
fair and square. And If they have the
power to get it, it is all right. Agrjcul-
tural countries, as a rule, subsidize
manufacturere in order to create fac-
tories.

In this country. about some 30
years ago, after the infant industries
had become giants, the politicians in
Penpsylvania began to claim that the
tariff was golng to protect labor.

When I got to Milwaukee, some 30
yoars ago, I remember they paid the
workmen in the rolling mills as high as
no w $15 u day.- 'rm the smployers

d new and new
m and now, under lhe blessings
of protection, the protective tariff, the

As far as the tariff
question s concerned, the Amer‘can
working class “Is between the devil
and the deep blue ses. Here is the
Republican devil and there s the
Democratie deep blue sea. fLaughter,)
And, gentlemen. the rock of rescue
is Soctalism, when every person will
own his job and get the full value of
the product of his or her labor. But
I cannot explain that tonight.

I only want to add that until soclery
can find' another job for laborers in
a dying tndfistry a radical or sudden
change in the tariff is disastrous.
