We are told that in consequenge of the gredter dif-
fculty which the wnrkers are meeting ‘in mnmtunmg themselves,
owing to the h:gh cost of food products, there are "fcwer mlrrnges.

The New Zealand report illustrates precisely, the scientific spirit
in which Socialism views the problem of-life. If we are to believe
the Rev. Dr. Plantz the New Zealand commlsswns report is wholly
unchristian.
