Perhaps the most imporiant of
these statutes is the Anti-Bucket Shop
law; which is founded upon the law of
Massachusetts, where - bucketshops
have been mcue_tny driven out of
the State. During the last decade
bucket-shops have sprung up In the
cities -in this state like mushrooms.
Especially in interior cities men who
do not seem to get along in any other
business will start a bucket-shop, and
it seems to ba an invariable rule thal
they thrive.
