Just how trusts are being ‘‘dis-
solved” when ordered to do o by a
court was showpn yesterday at the
hearing in the suit of the Government
against the Standard Oil of New Jer-
sey. Mr. John D. - Archbold was the
witness from whom Mr. Kellogg
forced out this very important les-
son. When the Supreme Court of
Ohio, in 1892, decided that the Stand-
ard Oil Trust should dissolve it was
“properly and in good faith” done.
A meeting was held and the share-
holders received for their trust cer-
tificates “assignmént of legal inter-
ests.” Right upon this the Standard
Oil Company of New Jersey was or-
ganized with a capitalization of $110,-
000,000, and the asslgnment of legal
interests were exchanged for the
shares in the new Standard Ofil Com-
The King is dead. Long live
the King!

Mr. Archbold did not give the story
as straight as it is given here, but that
is what 1t amounted to after his hesi-
tations, denials, stammering and ad-
missions were put together in one
readable story.. Kellogg forced it all
out after many objections from the
lawyers for the defense.

How It Controlled the Trade.

Declares Member of Strike Breaking
Expedition — Drunken Guards
Fight Like Wikl Beasts,

A halr raising tale of the wild ex-
periences of William Reym, of No. 232
South 3d street, Brooklyn, and E. B.
Ralue, of No. 1213 Manhattan avenue,
New York, who said they were em-
ployed as guards on the strike break-
ing expedition to Keashey, N. J., as
told by them on their arrival early to-
day at Pler 11, East River, at the foot
of Wall street with the returning
barge expedition of the Berghoff De-
tective Agerncy. is taken as a good {l-
lustration of the character of the men
who act as scab herders.

According to the tale, Reym said:

“While we were in Keasbey we were
not half fed. We had ball cartridges
and orders to shoot the strikers down
like dogs If they tried to get into the
plants. We were told that we would
be protected by the company If we
hit anybody.

“Last night forty guards were ar-
rested by Sheriff Quackenboss because
they demanded their pay before they
boarded the barge. The guards got
part of their money and were told to
come to the agency offices to-day.
Liquor was sold freely by individuals
on the home trip., and with most of
the barge load we spent an awful
night.”

A terrible gambling row is sald to
have taken place on the barge during
the return journey and several of the
drunken hoodlums were severely in-
jured.

Says Richard Croker, Ex:
Tammany Leader.

“What do 1 think about Rabbi
Wise?  Well, he may be a Republi-
can Soclahist all rigat, as he calls him-
sell, but he has no right to be called
a true Socialist,” said Richard Croker
yesterday.

Yes, 1 did succeed
Tweed. Some one had to. He was
driven out of power with my help
80 I succeeded to the leadership.

Rabbi Wise, issued another state-
ment late last night in which he fur-
ther criticised the judges who went
to the dinner. He made no direct re-
pPly. however, to the answer of Mr.
Croker. Rabbi Wise's statement was
as follows:

“l cannot put it too clearly that I
believe the city of New York was be-
trayed on Monday by the judges of the
Supreme Court, who ought ever to be
foremost in sustaining New York's
honor. There are two explanations to
be offered for the presence of the
Judiclary at the dinner to Mr. Croker.
Either the judges are so lost to a sense
of fitness as to be unable to realize the
indecency of joining in a tribute of
honor to Richard Croker or else, as I
in charity wish to believe, they were
not free to absent themselves from a
function in honor of the man who had
created them."

“It Is too true, as New York knows,
that many of our judges are creatures
of the political bosses.

Secretary Strans Suggests Schemwo to

WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—In the an-
nual report just issued by Oscar 8.
Straus, Secretary of the Department
of Commerce and Labor, the follow-
ing reference is made to the problem
of the unemployed:

“It Is a subject of great interest in
all commercial countries how to pro-
vide work, especially in periods of
industrial depression, for the unem-
ployed. There are always two' kinds
of unemployed—those who are too
lazy and shiftless to work, which we
need not take under consideration,
and those who, without fault of their
own, are unable to find work because
of the depression or because the labor
market is oversupplied.

“In a country so great as ours, with
its multiplicity of industries, it is not
an unusual condition that when the
demand for labor is slack In one part
of the country there is a demand for
additional labor in other parts of the
country, and when some industries
slow.down there is a demand for ad-
ditiona! workers in others. This con-

dition frequently obtains in the de-
mand for farm laborers, and often at
seasons of the year when manufactur-

It is mainly to find out what these
socleties are dol that the Russian
Government maintains a large corps
of spies In this country. Their exact
number is not .known. . Dr. Paul S
Kaplan, secretary of the Russian
Revolutionary Soclety and of the
Pouren Defense Committee, estimates
it to be fully five hundred. Ivan
Okuntsoff, a distinguished Russian
refugee who ercaped from Siberia,
and who is now ecditing the “Russky
Golos,” a radical Russian newspaper
in New York, makes the same esti-
mate. James B. Reynolds, for many
Years at the head of the University
Settlement on the East Sidé of New
York city, later a special commission-
er for President Roosevelt, and now
secretary and chalrman of the execu-
tive - committee of the League of
Friends of Russia, does not know the
number of spies, but affirms that he
has had unmistakable opportunity 1o
learn of the existence of an extensive
spy system. Of the approximated five
hundred spies, about two hundred
and fifty, it is belleved, are employed
in New York city, the remainder In
other cities where the Russian revo-
lutionary element and their active
sympathizers are strong.

Ever since the revoit of the crew
of the battleship Potemkin in the
Black Sea, the uprisings of the peas-
ants In the Baltic provinces, and of
the working class in Moscow scveral
years ago, the Russian Government
has made the most determined and
frantic efforts to penetrate into the
esecrets of the revolutionary socleties
abroad. From that time onward the
terroristic policy of the revolutionisis
has Increased to such an extent that
assassinations of bureaucratic officlals
has been a2 common occurrence. Who
is directing the smouldering course of
the revolution? The Czar and his
ministers charge the revolutionary so-
cletles with being chiefly responsible.
There Is no doubt, judging from con-
fidential reports, that the Autocracy
is thoroughly frightened. It is des-
perately clutching at every means at
its commant to strike terror into the
revolutionary movement.

Its latest policy, In the carrying out
of which it is utilizing a large number
of spies in this country, Is the detec-
tion and attempted extradition of
revolutionits who have been conspicu-
ous in the movement at home. By
a treaty ratified between the United
States and Russia during President
Cleveland’s administration, forgery,
arson. and murder were made extra-
ditable crimes. When this treaty was
under discussion in the Senate It was
pointed out that its ratification would,
if Interpeeted in the strict letter, con-
vert this country into a bloodhound
for Russian despotism. To _escape
from Russia a political offender neces-
sarily has to get a forged pasrport.
The revolutionary rocieties know how
to get (foiged passports whenever
needed.

In the recent abortive revolts in
Russia the peasants retalinted against

the barons' atrocities by burning
down many baronial mansions and
assassinating officlals. When  the

Czar's troops rushed in, maiming, tor-
turing, and slaying in every direction,
the leaders of the nts fled. Some
were caught and cither shot or
hanged; others, helped along under-
ground routes and furnithed with
1 passports, contrived to get out
of Russia and eventually land either
in some European country or in the
United States.

Falling back upon its special treaty
provisions with the United States, tha
Czar's government set out to get hold
of these revolutionists on the ground
of thelr being gullty of forgery, arson
and murder. The Autocracy ls ex-
traordinarily anxious to get them back
to Russia for two reasons. One is
tha eir forcible return might pro-
vid new way of terroriging the
revolutionists by convincing them that
they could henceforth get no protec-
tion In the United States. Those who

know Russian mecthods need not in-!

quire the recond reason. Once the
revolutionists were hustléd into Rus-
slan territory the government could
subject them to the usual tortures in
the hope of making them divulge the
identity of their comrades and su-
perior chiefs. To spread a drag-
net over the United BStates, sixty of
the leading Russian secret service
agents were sent over a few months
