This circular rep-
resented that .the lands had been
granted corporations which had no
right to them, saying that the grant-
ors would be compelled by the Gov-
ernment to relinquish them and that
the lands weould then be for sale at
$2.50 an acre. The circular added
that the timber lands were worth from
$5,000 to $15,000 an amcre, that
among those who had “spoken for a
part of this land” was Senator Till-
man,

In denouncing the circular then Mr,
Tillman called for an investigation,
and at his request postoffice inspec-
tors were assigned to the case. The
inspectors obtained a lot of private
correspondence that passed between
Senator Tillman and  pertons who
were representing him In the pro-
posed land deal, and copies “of
correspondence are inclofed by the
President in o his letter to Senator
Hale. The correspondence seems to
show that Mr. Tillman was making
arrangements to buy the land at the
same time that he was urging the
Senate to pass a resolution requiring
the restoration -of the lands in ques-
tion: to the public domain, fo that
they might be available for purchase.
Yet it is alleged that although Mr.
Tillman denied in the Semate on Feb-
ruary 19, 1908, that he had under-
taken to buy any of the land, he had
on February 15, four days before,
written a letter to a firm in Marsh-
field, Ore., expressing a desire to pur-
chase land and asking that several
sections be reserved for him. In
other communications he said that
members of his family were also to
be entrymen.
