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You bunch of bastards, how did you get to
the five-red caprtal? You bunch of bad cggs,
did vou not know that the red guards of
Peking would not allow a crowd of chtldren
of five-black to join them?! What are your
credentrais? With whom are you connected?
You sought connection with the five-blacks
of the capital!

You, chuldren of landlords, kulaks, coun-
ter-revolutionartes, bad ¢lements, and right-
1sts, crowded like a swarm of bees to the
capital; the opportunity really looked good
and you dashed in! We warn vou that only
we, the five-red, are allowed to cather 1n
Peking. You are not allowed to coine
stightseetng! Leiftists are allowed to efiect an
upheaval; rightists should not try to change
this world!

Among you there 1s one whose grand{ather
was a high police ofhcer in the fake Man-
chukuo, a man who has been suppressed by
the people; somc of your fathers were
members of the Kuomintang or the San
Ching T’uan [= 3], the Nationalist vouth
organization].
