WUHAN REBEL GROUFS SALUTED
(17 August 1967)

LFull text of an editorial entitled "Be iModels of the Revolu-
tionary Great Alliance."]

The responsiole persons of the revolutionary mass organizations in
Wuhan -« including the Steel Workers Headquarters, Second Command of Steel-
workers, 13 September Organization of Steelworkers, New China Engineering
Colleze, New tiupen University, New China Agricultural College, and Joint
Third Headquarters of Revolutionary Rebels -- recently held a meeting and
unanimously said they would hold still higher the great red banner of Mao
Tse-tung's thought, unite more closely, and strive to completely overthrow
China's Khrushchev and his agents in the Wuhan area. This is a new pig leap
forward by the prolestarian revolutionaries in the Wuhan area on the path
toward unity in fightingz, and it is also a telling blow to the handful of
top party persons in authority taking the capitalist road.
