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In order to propagate Chairman Mao's latest instructions to the revo-
lutionary masses at the basic level as quickly as possible, the Preparatory
Cammxittes for the Provincial Revolutionary Committee of Kiangsi has set wp
Mao Tse-tung's thought propaganda teams based on the "three-way alliance.”
