PROLETARTAN REVOLUTIONARIES SHOULD SET EXAMPLE IN
GRASPING REVOLUTION AND PROMOTING PRODUCTION

Since their seizure of power, the proletsrisn revolution-
ries of the Ch'sng-kou-yu Cosl Mine west of the capitsl have,

They insist on not letting divergence of views afiect
Production, not debsting while production is going on, and
firmly refusing to engsge in:militent strugyle.

They esct to the best of their sbility sccording to the
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.teschings of Chsirmsn Veo and the party's policies. They sare
deserving models in the gresp of the revolutior and promotion
of production.

"Gresp the revolution snd promote production" -- this
is the grest csll made by Chairman Nso. The "sixteen Points"
sdopted under his personsl direction point out, "The purpose
of the Great lroletsrisn Cultursl Revolution is the revolution-
izstion of msn's thought, so &8s tocause gll work to be more
voluminous, faster, better, and more economicsl." Deputy Com-
mender-in-Chief Lin Piso, his close comrsde-in-arms, has slso
seid, "Do not engsge in production aslone and interrupt the
revolution. <The two must be csrried on simultaneously, snd
the revolution should tske the lead in promoting production."”

Whether we csn resolutely implement the great sim of
Chsirmen Mso with regsrd to the '"grasp of the revoclution and
the promotion of production" concerns our country's socislist
construction, the livelihood of the urbsn and rursl population,
the Grest Proletsrisn Cultursl Revolution, the support of the
revolutionary strug .les of the peoples of the world, snd the
putting into effect of Chairmsen Mso's greast decisive policies
with regsrd to war prepsrestion, precsasutions agsinst fasmine, snd
the service of the people.

They should in-
sist on the sapplicstion of the correct method of the Grest Fro-
letsrisn Cultursel Revolution, resolutely to prevent militsnt
strug:;le.

'he implementstion of Cheirman Mso's grest sim of
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"grespinyg; the revolution and promoting production" is an scute
end complicsted cless strugrle. The handful of psrty persons
in suthority toking the capitslist rosd slwsys do everything
possible to boycott and oppose the great gim of '"grasping the
revolution snd promoting production, and seek to destroy so-
ciglist production and counter the Grest Proletsrisn Cultursl
kevolution. 'I'he proletsrisn revolutionaries and the broad
revolutionsry masses must incresse their vigilsnce snd reso-
lutely smsesh the conspirscy of the enemy. All the masses who
heave be«n hookwinked end s8ll cadres who have committed mis-
tekes should swsken and resolutely rectify their errors.snd
reburn quickly to Cheirmsn Mso's proletsrisn revolutionsry
line, to stend together with the proletsrisn revolutionsries
in meoking tteir contributions to the grssp of the revolution

and tne promotion of production.

At the moment 8 new high tide of great revolutionsry
criticism and judgment, which tskes the thorough destruction of
the hesdqusesrters of the bourgeoisie as its centrsl tssk, is
rigsing in the whole country. 1n this grest revolutionsry crit-
icism snd judgment we should sctively push forwsrd the grest
8l1 isnce and the "three-way slliance,"effectively give a good
performence of the strug.le, criticism, snd trsnsformetion in
our own units, snd sccelerste the revoiutionization of the peo-
Ple's thought. At the ssme time we should msintain the order
of the revolution, inspire the grestest vigor, snd strive for
the totsl fulfillment snd overfulfillment of the state plans of
industrisl production and 8 bumper agricultural harvest in the

hole yesr.
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
