In those units and areas where ctruggle between factions is sharp, it is obvious

Fu), a false revolutionary, big traitor, and big black hand, and bad leader (Ma
Cheng-hsin), are both behind this factionalitsm. All revolutionary comrades shculd
pay attention to this. A handful of diehird capitalist-roaders, truitors, special
agents, landlords, rich peasants, counterrevolutionaries, bad elements, and rightists,
who have not sufficiently transformed themselves and who are capitalizing on
bourgeois and petty-bourgeois factionalism to confuse our class front, have given uc
enough of their performance. We mucst never allow these rascals and scoundrels to
muddy the water. Now is the time to cleanse the water and catch thsse bad elements.



Chairman Mao tecaches us: "We must maintain high vigilance in every work department
and be good at distinguiciiing those elements who pretend to support the reveclution
tut in fact oppose ithe revelution. We must purge them from every f{rent in crder

to defend the great victorics we have won and are going to win,"

Today, at a time when e great prnletarian cultural revolution has won decisive

“ictory, the handful of clacs enemies, by attempting counterrevolutionary activities,
i1l only acczlerate their doom. Unable to organize their counterrevolutionary
ranks, thoy resort to new tactics, put on new disguisec, and pretend to be
ravolutionary leading cadres, as did (Wang Fu) and company, or pretend to be
rcvolutionary comradec, as did (Ma Cheng-hsin) and company. Taking advantage of
factionalism, they sneaked into our revolutionary ranks and fabricated rumors to
dnaceive the people. They supported one group, attacked another, incited Meivil
vars,™ and created incidents in a vain attempt to confuse our revolutionary new -
order and class frcnt and create a situation wherein the fish and the mussel

fignt cach other to the benefit of the fisherman.® By doing this they hoped to
maintain their present existence; but if the opportunity were to arise, they would

eize the power of leadership and exercise a bourgeois dictatorship.

Ti.e clacs enery who has snecaked into our revolutionary ranks has beccme more
*nicter and cunning. One of nis frequently used counterrevolutionary tricks is
tihat of taking over our revoluiionary clogans, distorting them, and making use of
vrem. Hatching schemes and kindling hell-fire, they have, either from the right
or the cxtreme "left," resisted Chairman Mao's latest instructions, interfered
with Ciiairman Mao's grcat strategic plan, mixed up the types of qualitatively
different contradictions, zhifted the general orientation of struggle, and directed
the speariicad at the great PLA and proletarian headquarters. We must maintain

high vigilance againct these enemies who dcn the cloak of a revolutionary. We must
remenber that we are tite victorious, that all kinds of pecple have come over to

our side. To prevent impurity in our rankc, we nust have keen sight and maintain
nigh vigilance.

Pcople who are affected by factionalism tend to forget the enemy. They often regard
corrades ac enemieS, encmies as friends., They do not recognize the class enemies
ac the target, but rather certain individuals in their own ranks. People who are
ceriously affected by factioralism apprcach everything from the viewpoint of self-
interest. They regard anybouy whio scizes the oppcrtunity tc side with the left as
teine good. They make unjuctified trouble and become indignant at- anybody wno
criticizes their cihnortcomings and mictakec. On the other hand, the class enemies,
who conceal a knife behind taeir cmiles, do their utnost to praise and express
thielir firm support for you. In thiz way the class enemies confuse and trick you
into caying what they want to say, but dare not do so. Trey trick you into doing
what they want te de, but dare not do. Is this not very dangerous? It is quite
nceessary that we warn tiiese pecple: "Comrades, you have taken the road of crime.
You should awaken quickly,"”

F.ctionalism is a poison; it harms our comrades and protects the enemy. We urge
tiioce comrades who are dispoced toward factionalism to keep a cool head, to think
more in accordance with Chairman Mao's teachings. They chould realize who it is
that is praising thelr erroneous behavior, and who it is that is actually cupporting
tiiem behind the scenecs.



They must male vp their nind to eliminate bourgeois and petty-bourgeois factionalism
and use the teleccope and nicroccope of Mao Tse-tung's thought to observe and
distinguich events. With Mao Tse-tung's thought, one can see through everything and
not ve taken in by the cnemy. No matter how revolutionary the enemy pretends to be
or hovw touching his words, his reactionary nature will be clearly revealed.

The enemy regards factionalism as their amulet. PFactionalicsm is the task force of
the class enemy. In order to eliminate factionalism, it it necessary to chop off
the black hands. In order to chop off the black hands, it is necessary’ to destroy
factionalism. The stink of factionalism is unbearable. People who are seriously
affected by factionalism also stink, but they are unaware of it. Sensing this
odcr, a few humning flies dash toward it.

Only a nandful of clacs enemies exist, but with factionalism as their amulet their
ctrength Is by no means small. We nust not stand idly by and do nothing. Simul-
taneoucly, with our efferts to deztroy factionalism, we must launch a mass movement
to check up on the backstage activities of the capitalist-roaders, check up on
traitors and special agents, and check up on the sabotape activities of landlords
rich poasants, counterravolutionaries, bad element:, znd rightists who have not
suflficiently transformed ‘hemselves We nmust drag out thece raccals and scoundrels
ard cdeal tolling blows at them with the iror. fist of the proletarian dictatorszhip.

The class enemies are mortally afraid of their mobilizing the masses to destrov
factionalism and chop off the black hands. In particular, they are afraid thaet
peeple in their own organizations who know them will drag them out. Therefore,
bad persons in all organizations chould be dragged out by relying on comrades of
that organization. Information about enemies should be exchanged between organi-
zations, but conrades from one organization should not go to drag out bad percsons
in another organization. More iuportant, they sheould not attack other organiza-
tienc under the pretext of dragging out bad percons. We want the enemy to be in
discrder, not ourcelves. We nust resolutely unite with nore tian 95 percent of
the masses and cadres, firmly grasp the gentral orientation of struggle, and wage
a comron struggle against the eneny.

Beware of the fearful force of evil winds; demons and monsters of all kinds are
cources of trouble. We, the preletarian revolutionaries and Red Guard young
fighters, must strietly dictinguish between the two types of contradictions and
¢learly demarcate betwecen ourselves, our cnemies, and our friends. We nust dare
to expose and struggle against the handful of class enemies. We must exercise
dictatorship over them. To be kind and benevolent to the enemy is to be cruel to
the people. VWe muct use the formula unity-criticism and self-criticism-unity to
deal with those comrade: who have committed mistakes, allow them to correct their
nistakes, welcome them to correct their mistakes, and encourage them to destroy
factionalism and unite against tie eneny.

It is not impocsible for our revolutionary comrades to cormit nistakes; but they
siiould correct tnem.
