At present, the main obstacle to the revolutionary great alliance is the bourgeois
and petty-bourgeoils factionalist mentality. The handful of capitalist-roaders

in the party is taking advantage of our factionalist mentality, wusing 1t to poison
tne minds of the misses, blindfolding them until they are confused about the general
orientation and the general situation, These capitalist-roaders beautify
themselves while attacking their opponents; they endlessly engage in "civil war"
and disputes. They sometimes use their influence to oppress people, or use

2 small group of their followers to hondwink the masses., They never acknowledge
revolutionary mass organizations, They always exaggerate the shortcomings of
others, but neglect their own.

To bring about a great alliance, we must eliminate the facticnalist mentality

and strengthen our loyalty to the party. The important criterion for judging a true
proletarian revolutionary 1s his willingness and ability to overcome his
factionalist mentality in the present situation.

Proletarian revolutirnaries should get united and seize power from the handful of
capitalist-roaders in the party. The revolutionary great alliance between the two
groups of revolurioniry mass organizations in Sungchiang at a time when we are
